AUSTRALIAN
BUTTER
SITUATION

(Canadian Press!
OTTAWA, Ont. Dec. 0.— Assurance
kas been given Hon. H. H. Stevens,
Minister of Trade and Commerce,
that Australia will not authorize any
further shipments of butter to Can-
eda pending the conference with
Hon. Parker Moloney here next week.
The following statement. was issued
today from Mr. Steven’s office,

“The Minister of Trade and Com-
merce is in receipt of a cablegram
from Melbourne from F. M. Foide,
acting Minister of Markets for Aus-
tialia Station stating that no furth-
er shipments of butter will be auth-
orized pending conclusion of confer-
cuce with Ho.Nrable Parker Moloney,
Australian Minister of Markets next
week.”

From this it will be seen that the
Australian Government is cooperat-
ing with the Canadian Government
in this matter, and it is hoped that
at the conclusion of the conference
with Mr, Moloney, a satisfactory ad-
justment of the whele question will
have been achieved.

MELBOURNE, Australia, Dec, 9.—
The Federal stabilization committee
today reduced the bounty on Aus-
tralian butter for export to three
pence and a half penny per pound
effective on Dec. 31 next. In effect,
this means an increase of five cents
o pound for the butter necessary be-
fore it can be laid dewn in Canada.
Reports of fears in Canada that
Australian butter would flood the
Dominion market at 24 cents a pound
have been discountéd here, but the
action of the board today is a con-
crete stop in favor of the Canadian
producer.

There is & Canadian duty of one
cent a pound and the ~prevailing
Australian price is about 36 cents a
pound, so that it would cost, dis-
counting the bounty of seven cents,
about 30 cents in Canada: Against
this there is a dumping duty of
roughly at the present time, 5 or 6
bents, which Australian exporters be-
licve can be avoided by shipping on
consignment to be sold on commis-
sion,
