BREAD

8ift three pints wholewheat
flour with tw o teaspoons salt,
and stir into quart milk, wa-
ter, or half - milk and half~
water, to which one-half cup
brown sugar or molasses has been
added, and one-half a compressed
yeast cake. The batter should be
as thick as a cake batter but not
thicker, hence it may be that a lit-
tle more milk or water will be
needed. Beat unti]l smooth and let
rise overnight. Stir down in the
morning, and fill it into greased
bread pans until half-full. Let rise
until mixture fills the pans, and
bake for an hour. These quantities
should make two good-sized loaves.
Before putting into the pans add
to the batter one pound of seeded
raisins.

Cover cranberries with water and
