- One
that had lapsed has been reorgan-
ized, while nine have suspended op-
erations leaving a total of two hun-
dred and fifty five (255) branches.
‘We welcome the new Institutes to
our organization and wish them ev-
ery success in their work.
We owe a debt of gratitude to the
Convenors of our Standing Commit-
tees who have been enthusiastic and
untiring in their efforts. They have
spent considerable time and effort
in the preparation of their question-
naires which were sent out early last
fall in order that the branches might
have a longer time to devote to the
study of these various branches of
our work. This year the returns
have been much better than former-
ly and we thank the local branches
for their co-operation and ask for
your continued support. We believe
that practically all of our Institutes
try to study some branch of com-
mittee work for we have had an in-
creased demand for program mater-
ial during the past year and have
sent out seven hundred and seventy-
five (775) papers on different phases
of our Standing Committee work
and eight hundred (800) entertain-
ment papers from our Loan Library
Collection,

We look forward to the time when
all of our branches will fully realize
that organized Constructive Study is
necessary in order to continue to
make the Institute a progressive or-
ganization,

Although this year's Financial
Statements show a slight decrease
in the total receipts and expendi-
tures, we are pleased to report that
the total amount raised by the In-
stitutes amounted to $20,966.70 and
the total amount expended amoun-
ted to $13,398.45. Of this amount
$5,303.64 was expended on school im-
provements which is a marked in-
crease over last year's school expen-
diture.

Last fall we endeavoured to intro-
duce through the Institutes, a phase
of Home Economics training in the
form of Girl's Sewing Clubs, and
have been successful in getting clubs
organized in six of our Institute cen-
ters where eighty of our rural girls
between the ages of ten and twenty
are receiving instruction in Sewing.
These clubs have their own officers
and hold regular meetings once ev-
ery two weeks with a local leader in
charge. During the months of May
and June I visited and coached ail
of these clubs and was very much
encouraged by the enthusiasm of
both the leaders and club members.
In the fall when the clubs have fin-
ished the prescribed outline of work,
we shall arrange for Achievement
Days when the work will be Jjudged.
We are also making arrangements
for some very interesting competi-
tions which we hope to introduce at
the Central School Fair for our club

This work is really in the experi-
mental stage, but we are looking for-
ward with confidence to the' results,
and to its extension to many new
centers during next fall.

CHEERED BY THOUSANDS

Poultry marketing in Prince Edward
Island had been looked to for years
as an example.

Dr. Longley related how school
fairs had been used in Nova Scotia
to develop the co-operative spent in
the community. The speaker made
a plea for the support of farmers’
co-operative organizations. There
never had been a greatér need for
holding the co-operative business
units together,

Dr. Longley had one criticism of
the Womens' Institutes. The men
were not allowed in. The speaker
advocated organizations which in-
cluded men, women and children. In
the Women's Institutes more and
more subjects relative to community
activity were being taken up.

It was necessary that all exten-
sion work have the right economic
background.
» In 1929, girls’ clubs were organized
in Nova Scotia. If there were to be
a rural culture of which the people
could be proud, it was necessary to
have the boys and girls trained. In
club work there was required local
leaders who were willing to glve of
their time and work. Last year there
were 3,300 such workers in Nova
Scotia.

Dr. Longley dealt at some length
with the garden club work done in
Nova Scotia. There was no line of
work which the Women's Institutes
would do so well to back up,
The speaker wished the Institutes
every success in their community
and-social work.

HAD AMBITIOUS PLANS

“From the month of May on-
ward,” the speaker charged, “there
could no longer be any doubt but
that Roehm was occupied with very
ambitious plans which in the event
of their realization must have led
to most serious consequences.

“If I hesitated it was because
I could not reconcile myself to the
thought that a relationship I had
believed was built upon fidelity
could be nothing but a lie.”

He continued to hope that the
storm troop movement and the
Nazi party could be spared the
disgrace of the sort of purge which
eventually came about, Hitler said,
but a plot arose “not only against
the normal conceptions of healthy
people but against the security of
the state.”

At this point Hitler detailed his
charges against Roehm and Von
Schleicher, andthen came to the
dramatic story of June 30.

Roehm, Hitler said, tried to real-
ize his purposes by force.

“The contention was spread that
the Reichswehr was intending to
dissolve the S. A.” he coniinued.
“This was later augmented by the
damnable lie that I had unfortun-
ately also been won over to the
plan.”

Through collections of money
from the storm troopers, Hitler
charged, Rochm assembled millions
of marks to carry out his plot.
Sub leaders were told, he related,
that the second revolution was “‘for
the purpose of making it possible
for me to act freely again.”

“I importuned him of his own
accord to oppose this madness,”
Hitler said of a five-hour confer-

ment—-that thus only a catastrophe '
