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AN INDIG NATION MEETING.

Another indignation meeting was held some
aights ago at Lower Freetown to register the pro-
test of the good people of that section against the
excessive land tax imposed by the Bell government
at its last session. The meeting was quietly but in-
dignantly serious. Not a voice was raised in defence
of or in excuse for the government. The audience
which was large and representative was unanimous
in declaring the land taxes were unnecessarily high
and the poll tax utterly unjustifiable, Resolutions
were drawn up and passed and the Secretary, Mr.
D. M. Bernard, was instructed to transmit the find-
ings of the meeting to the two representatives of the
district and also to send forth a Maceddnian cry to
all other school districts to help by adépting similar
resolutions. and passing them on to the various rep-
‘|resentatives wherever they might be found and whom
soever they might happen to represent.

The opinion of the meeting was strong and
strongly expressed and the suggestion was made that
every effort should -be put forth to bring such pres-
sure upon the government as would result in repeal-
ing the obnoxious tax act.
