MILITARY INSTRUCTORS.— Ser-
geant Major Johnson, of the B. F. and
B. T. staft, Halifax, Sergeants Bal-
gent, Walsh and Ross, of Halifax, ar-
rived Tuesday night by the mail spe-
cial. They are here to take up train-
ing of the new military drafts and
V;I“l be quartered in the city for some
time,

At the meeting called by Prof,
Leitch to reorganize the Great War
Veteran Association, which was held
in the Mayor’s office, City Hall, last
night there were present about seven-
teen wearers of Khaki—thirteen of
whom had seen active service in
France and Flanders,

He
said what the branca needed most
was efficient organization anq that that
would only come through large mem-
bership, when more Island veterans
would return from the front. He. re-
fered to Mr. Leitch’s statement that
the society had been already organiz.
ed and said it was a queer proceed-
ing to call a meeting without letting
the president know. He referred to
the large membership and good pro-
spects of the Army and Navy Veter-
ans Asesociation, recently organized,
stating that a man could be a member
of two societies, if he go wished, and
that the two organizations were work-
ing side by side in the West.

Capt. Duck tendered his resigndation
which was accepted and left the
rooms accompained by several of the
veterans.

Sergt. Lowther then moved that a
chairman be appointed for the meet-
ing which resulted in Prof. Leitch he-
ing voted into the chair,

After an appreciative address. and
an outline of the aims and objects of
the G, W. V. Association by the chair-
man, it was moved by Edward Acorp
and carried that Mr. Leitch be elected
President for the term of two months.
The president guaranteed a cluk
room, on increased membership and
influential suppory within two weeke.

Meeting adjourned.
