It can thus
be concluded that the casuaities
in the approximattly three-month
period between Feb. 20 and May 3l
totalled 4,921, !

Up to June an official source
estimated that 761,000 had serv-
ed in Canada’s armed forces in the
4 1-2 years of this war and up ro
Feb. 29 total casualties were 30,-
538 including 14,999 dead. This
does not include Canadian mer-;
chant navy casualties of about 1,-
200 up to Feb. 22,

In the 4 1-4 years of the First
Great War 628,462 Canadians serv- |
ed and casualties totalled .190,092°
including 62,718 dead. |

Empire casualties up to Aug. 31,
1048, after four years of war to-
talled 687,180 including 156,741

The World Almanac reported

In order to offset a shortage of
new ouiter boxes due to labour
| conditons in box factories, an
| Order in Council has peen issued
. perenitting the use of used boxes;
under prescribed conditions in Can~|
ada only. When thiese prescribed
i cenditions  have been fulfilled, a
¢ Fire, Grade certificate of creamery
| buiter graaed under the provisions
y of the Dairy Industry Act may
+ issued on First Grade butter packed
| in boxes which have b2en previous-
) ly used. The butter so packed must
i be for sale or intended for sale in
the dcemestic market of Canada

A |

The used boxes must comply with
all specifications for new boxes in
which butter is packed for export,
except that the thickness of the
material of the boxes (not includ-
¢ ing the hardwood slip tongue of the
cover) may be reduced by the
sanding, scraping, or other methods
of reconditioning kut not bv more
than one-sixteecentt of an inch. The
nails used for fastening covers may,
te plain (not blued) and the re-,
quired brands which must be ap-|
plied may ke stamped or stencilled!
on the end of the box. !
It is imperative ¢f course that the
used boxes are clean, sound, and in
gocd conditicn., Thev must be free
from any rough, uneven
surfaces, or frcm any corners and
joints which are sprung, opened,
or weakened in any way, or any.
