N.S. Schooner Sunk,
15 Of Crew Missing

New Craft Went To Bottom After Night
Collision With Steamer.

AN EAST .COAST .CANADIAN
PORT, April 21 —(CP)—.The Lun-
enburg schooner Flora Alberta has
been sunk in collision and 15 of
her crew of 22 are missing, it was
disclosed here tonight.

Cut in two by a merchant ship
in darkness, the severed halves of
the wooden craft apparently sank
s0 quickly they carried down most !
of the crew, who were in their
bunks asleep.

The new schooner—she was only

about two years old—was struck
down nor far off the Nova Scotia
coast. Time of the tragedy was
not revealed.
The survivors iIncluded Capt.
Guy Tanner of Lunenburg, master
of the ship, who suffered a broken
arm. He and other rescued crew-
men were taken to this port after
they had heen picked up by the
vessel that sank the Alberta.

The steamshzg put out three
lifcboats after the accident, but
the boats could bring
seven survivors.

The two ships sighted each oth-
er just a few moments before the
crash, it was reported here. The
steamship’s engines immediately
were thrown full astern and the
fisherman  altered course, but it
was too late to avold the collision.
