‘It will be found that in from
twenty-four to forty-eight hours the
patch of ringworm has hecome quies-
cent. Next little tiny spots should
be looked for and treated in a simi-
lar  manner, when they also disap-
pear in from a few days to a week,
In ringworm of the scalp three or
four applications of iodine and spray
are  required, but on the face or
smooth surfaces one application suf-
fices.”’

It must, however, be remembered
that there are several kinds of ring-
worm, and those with which Dr.
