A telephone call was arnraigned
and the gravely-ill woman heard
four familiar -voices say ~ “hello
mum” and sing the nursery rhyme.

It was sung by her three-year-
old twins, Stephen and Winston,
and by Nellie, eight and Bdward,

five ‘The frail off-key voices
kindled a rallying flame,
“The twins”, she whispered

“They're out of tune, I've tried to
teach them again and aegain.”

The children sang it agaim.

She smiled this time, “Better, .
still flat...”

‘That night the hospital report on
Mrs, Brownlee was “rallying.” S8ix
days after the children’s singing it
was " ‘“satisfactory improvement.
Quite comfortable.”

day.

Michael J. Sinnott, minister of
public works; Charles H. Ballam,
minister of labor; Dr. Herbert L.

Philip Fopsey, minister of home
affairs; H. W. Quinton, minister of
education. Justice Minister Leslie
R. Curtis, Finance Ministet Gordon
A. Winter and_ Natural Resources
Minister W. J. Keough had been
named to their portfolios earlier.

Other appointments to the
cabinet were expected within a
few days. Sirice Mr. Smallwood
and his interim cabinet — or coun=-
cil as it is officially called — 1is
not able to create ministerial posts,
all appointmer.ts will have . to
follow the lines of laws laid down
during the reign of the Com-
mission Government which dissolved
when the Qld. Colony became a
Province of Canada.

The council met in the Colonial
Building a 100 - year - old
structure — which has not been
used as a governmental executjve
building since the Newfoundland
national convention met to select
future forms of government more
than two years ago. Since then
the building has been used mostly
for government offices.

Smallwood began his first day
of administration in  sparsely
furnished office not even equipped
with a telephone. He communicat-
ed with his ministers with the aid
of messengers and by personnl
meetings.

This fitted well the personality
of the dynamic, informal little
man who led Newfoundland's fight
for confederation. He confided to
reporters that he hates formality
— especially in names,

“Joey,” he said is my name. Not
Joseph R. Smallwood. When I
campaligned for confederation, those
who supported me yelled from the
fish wharves and meeting’ places—
hurrah for Joey. They never
called — hurrah for Joseph,”

TEHRAN, Iran, April 3 —(AP)
