But the expedition of an Australian
naturalist, Herr Reéisckek, in 1877-8
for this object, was fruitless, so that
the question of the moa’s extinction
was considered finally settled, and it
is belleved to have occurred a little
over 500 years ago. The fact that
is was flightless—not having a trace
of rudimentary wings—no doubt con-
tributed largely to render it an easy
prey to its natural enemies, including
man, and thus to lead to its early
extinction.
