a certain age, said age being some-
what older than the age of the
present age of the boy.”

Now the important thing in the

If the youngster likes to play out-
doors every day, eats well, sleeps
well, doesn’t tire too easily, car
ries himself ag if it wers not an

" AT ROTARY

At the Rotary Luncheon yester-
day, the speaker was Rotarian Dr.
J. A. Allen, who gave a short re-
view of some of the chapters \\fh»lch
he intended to incorporate in a
book on scientitic fox ranching, He
first spoke of -the general sprlnci:
ples of scient.fic breeding, and  of
the fundamental facts of biology
bhearing upon them. He then describ-
ed how the animal body is 'built,
tracing its growth and development
from a single cell. ‘He next discus-
sed the Darwinian theory of evolu-
tion, declaring that Darwin was not
the originator of the term ‘“evolu-
tion,” or the idea 'which it express-
¢s, that long before he made his an-
nouncement of the theory of the
natural selection the term was in
use, and the concept fully appreci-

ence. What Darwin did was to point

suggest reasonable explanation for
the changes and variations which
he obscrved in living things. The
Doctor gave a very interesting re-
view of Darwin's ¢bservations. and
then proceeded to consider these in
relation to fox breeding,

He néext took up the problem of
heredity, referring to Galtons’ Law,
Merdel’'s Law, and the various ex-
periments which have been made
by the latter. He said that the rela-
fon of the law of heredity to fox
breeding has not yet ‘been fully
deierimined.

Th
tommon ancestry of the fox. and
said that no doubt the variations
in coleur was the result of the pro-
vision ‘which nature had made to
adapt the animals to their environ-
‘ment. For example a black fox
would have a hard struggle for ex-
istence in the Arctice regions where
all the environment was of white
color, The colour of a red fox nat
urally blends ‘with the environment
in his natural habitat, -
