The Pionecr is of opinion that in seeking
to regain and retain the full quota of six
members in the Commons stiprlated for
at the time of the union, the Province
should “go it alone”. These are not the
Pioneer’s wcrds, but they fairly express
its positionin this matter., It says: ‘“The
moment this Province makes common
cause with Nova Sco:ia and New Bruns-
wick in the matter of increased represent-
ationat Ottawa that momen? it will help
toraise a horn:t’s nest of oppositior, nct
only in Quebec but in the Northwest.’
This is equivalent to sayiog that we had
better to go to battle without allies than
with them.

Thz Parliament of Canada must pre-
saml} pass a Redistribution Bill, appor-
tioning the number of members by which
each Province shall be rcpresented in the
Commons for a decade more or less in the
future. Tnis Provice: has already bai its
represen‘ation rednced below its origical
number. No other Province has yet suﬂ'—
ered a reduction below its original num-
ber of representatives, but Nova J3cota
and New Brunswick staand in daager of
such loss. Ifnow we waat tomove the
Parliameat of Canada to give us ret!ress
it seems reasonable to most parsons that
a joint effort of the thrze Maritime Pro-
