gers at St.. Michael’'s Cemetery, Long
Islanq City, are on strike for an ‘in-
crease in pay from $3.75 to $4.00 a day
and a six-day week. During the in-
fluenza epidemic they received $4.00
Later the officials of the cemetery re-
duced the wages.

Potatoes in Maine
Seriously Injured

AUGUSTA, Maine, August 4—A.
M. G. Soule, chief of the division of
inspection of the Maine Department
of Agriculture, states that a very ser-
fous situation exists in Aroostook
County as an investigation there has
revealed that the potato fields at this
season of the year should show well
developed plants, are, in some in-
stances, far below normal, and, as
tar as our examination and investiga-
tions have existed, we believe that
the injury is due “to fertilizer contain-
ing potash-with an excessive amount
of borax.”

“The plants which are supposeq to
have been affected by fertilizer con-
taining potash which carried a high
borax content, present a noticeable
difference from the normal plants,”
said Mr. Soule, “the tops of the plants
thus affected being taller and more
slender than those of normal growth.
The leaves show slight tinges of yel-
low, especailly on the lower 'set of
stalks, and, if carefully removed, and
examined, the roots of the plants are
found to be burned off. The lower set
of roots particularly present a stubbed
and burneq appearance, apparently
those coming in closest contact with
the fertilizer receiving the most ser-
fous injury, while “the roots coming
nearest the surface, present a health-
ler ang more normal appearance. We
believe, as previcusly stated, that the
crop injury is due to the use of pot-
ash with a borax content,

2,000,000 IN BRITAIN

WITHOUT HOMES

LONDON, August 4-—Very grave
fears are entertained in responsible
quarters as to the housing situation
in this: country next winter. If the
estimated government officials that
by the beginning of winter there will
be an excess of population over hous-
ing accommodation even at the low
pre-war standard of about 2,000,000
adults. During the summer months,
when a great deal of time can be
spent in the open air, the worst con-
sequences of overcrowding are not
apparent, but the crisis may be ex-
pected about next November. In the
judgment of those in authority, whose
business it is to face the problem in
all its aspects, one of the most alarm.
ing possibilities of the imposition of
2,000,000 crowded population is the
outbreak, in epidemic form, of disease
of the worst kind. The War Cab-
inet is now considering a plan which,
it is estimated, would serve at the
beginning to house about 100,000 of
those who most urgently ~ need
homes.

Lodge, in viecw of this fact it was de-
cided that  a local strike would
be unfayorable, and it then was decid-
ed to take a strike vote on the western
lines. Owing to spreading of anti-
strike propaganda . throughout the
west, the witness stated that the idea
of the western strike was finally
abandoned.

James Winning, President of the
Trades and Labor Council, testified
that labor was s ery muen dissatizfiza
with conditions existing, largely owing
to unemployment, high cost of living,
profiteering and refusal by some em-
ployers to recognize collective bargain
ing, as well as inaction on the part
of the government. Reports of large
profits being made by several con-
cerns had made laborers dissatisfied,
and it was felt that the greater por
tion of such profits should go into
wages. i ’
He statsd that the unionists were
disappointed because the government
did not take over railways, packing
plants and other industries of that
kind, 4
Referring to the long hours and
small wageg paid in some local fact-
