“We the jury empanelled to in-
quire into the cause of uhe death
of Willlamn Peter McCarron, hav-
ing considered the evideuce hélore
us, coaclude that he came to h's
death by being struck by a car
cwned by Ed's Taxi and driven by
Alexander Large as the deccased
was driving a Dbicycie on the
Brackley Point Road on the night
of May 23, 19042, was the text of
the verdict brought' in by the
Jurymen at the conclusion of the
inquest into . the death of Willlam
Peter McCarron held last night in
the Cutcliffe Funeral Home. Cor-
oner Dr, I, J. Yeo was in charge
of the hearing.

The jury went on to say: “We
recommend that a careful check be
kept by the clvic and R.CM.
Police as to the speed at which
cars are driven on the streets of
Charlottetown and Provincial
Highways and that offenders be
strictly dealt with® gccording to
law, and also that the statute re
dimming of headlights be strictly
enforced; also that reflectors be
preemineatly displayed on all  ve-
hicles when travelling on the
highways.”
