Britain Moves
To Coordinate
News, Publicity

LONDON, April 24 —(CP Cable)
—Brifain today moved to coordin-
ate the distribution of news and
publicity under the direction of Sir
Walter Monckton in a reshuffle at
the ministry of information,

In the new setup the former con-
troller of censorship was named
deputy director-general of the in-
formation ministry and an addition-
al deputy undersecretary for foreign
affairs,

In announcing the change to the
House of Commons, Prime Minister
Chamberlain said the press and cen-
sorship hureau was returning to the
ministry of information which con-
trolled it at the outbreak of war.
The bureauy was separated from the
ministre subsequently by Lord Cam-
rose, publisher, during his brief
period at the ministry. It will no
longer exist under the name but its
functions will be carried on by the
ministry under Sir Walter’'s guid-
ance.

The arrangement by which the
government departments issue their
own news continues. The ministry of
information will not have the au-
thority to press the departments to
give out news or to elaborate upon
news already issued,as the ministry
had at the start of the war, But in
other directions its powers are in=-
creased

Sir Walter Monckton, one of Bri-

Indian Population
Is Increasing

Indians in Canada are no long-
er a vanishing race, according to a
census taken last summer by the
Indian Affairs Branch of the De-
partment of Mines and Resources,
which reveals that there are 118,-
406 Indiams in the Dominion com-

ared with 112510 in 1934. The
atest count shows 59,767 males and
58,649 females, The Indian census
is taken every five years, the In-
dian Agents gathering the vital
statistics in their respective agen-
cies, while in the outlying districts
the information is collected by the
Royal Canadian Mounted Police,
missionaries, traders and others

Like those of other races, the In-
dians’ manner of livelihood depends
largely upon the climatic and
physical features of the areas in
which they live. In southern On-
tario, southern Quebec, and parts
of the Maritime Provinces the Tn-
dians are engaged largely in agri-
culture, and some of them find
employment in nearby Industrial
centres, Another group occupies
the great hinterland comprising
the northern parts of the provinces
from the north shore of the St.
Lawrence River to the MacKenzie
Val'ey and Yukon. These people
are dependent mainly on hunting,
fishing and trapping for their ex-
istence, and large tracts of land
have been set aside where only the
Indians are permitted to hunt and
trap. Efforts are being made to
have this policy extended where-
ever feasible, having regard to the
interests both of the Indians and
& wild life conservation.

A third group of Indians is found
in the Great Plains region and in
the foothills country of Alberta,
where their lands are suitable for
agriculture and stock-raising. Tn
1878, when the great buffalo herds
were virtually wiped out, these In=-
dians had to turn to farming and
ranching, and within two genera-
tions a .arge number of them have
developed into prosperous, self-
reliant farmers. Still another group
of Indians inhabit the northwest-
ern coast of British Columbia,
These people had a highly develop-
ed culture efore the appearance
of the white man, They are fisher-

folk, trained to the sea, and for
many years have been prominent
in the fishing industry.
