The ordinary orchard thicu_Zkout
the country consists of probably fifty
trees, seven-eighths of which are off
type varieties, therefore, if with
three years grafting, one could
change these to some popular variety
or varieties, what a difference it
would mean to this industry.
Another point in this industry is
the fact that outside blueberries,
there is not a fruit canning plant in
the province. If we had a few plants
where these earlier varieties could be
canned there would be no need to
import so much canned goods, as one
sees in our grocery stores.

That this industry could be made
profitable is only reasonable, as a
few years ago we were importing ev-
ery single can of baked beans con-
sumed in the province. Then an en-
terprising Chatlottetown firm put an
article on the market that has the
imported article beaten to a stand-
still. .

The same is true with regard to
our canned chicken, beef, clams and
fish, and what we have accomplished
along one line, can be done with
fruit. The same might be said about
the pickle industry, as we all know
that the housewives of Prince Ed-
ward Island can put up pickles that
are in a class by themselves.

Now, what are we going to do a-
bout it? We have the fruit trees, we
have many young men and women
willing to learn how to grow and
handle the fruit, we should have a
chance to develop this industry.
Therefore, cannot we find some way
to get this expert knowledge to our
people. Here is a chance for our de-
partment of agriculture to render
valuable aid to our peovle, so that
our fruit industry may be a source
of profit, rather than a loss to the
