CHANGING PROVINCIAL AREAS AND BOUNDARIES,

the said Legislature, and may, with
the like consent, make provision re-
specting the eflect and operation of
any such increase or diminution, or
alteration of territory-in relation to
any Province aflected thereby,

Since 1867 the Province of Mani-
toba was created out of the territory
purchased from the Hudson Bay
Company in 1870, British ‘Columb¥a
was added in - 1871, Prince Edward
Island in 1873 and in 1905 the new
Provinces of Alberta and Sasisatche-
wan were formed out of the territory
west - of Manitoba. In the meantime
the area of Ontario was increased by
act of the Imperial Parliament, fol-
lowing the decision ‘of the Privy
Council in the boundary dispute with
Manitoba, and the boundaries of Que-
bec were also extended. Manitoba was
enlarged to over three times its ori-
ginal gize. The land areas of the
several Provinces at the present time
are as follows:

‘“This is not merely a western gues-
tion. It is a matter that concerns
every part of Canada and is of espe-
cial and vital importance to the peo-
ple of the Maritime Provinces.

All these lands, extending from the
Great Lakes to the foot of the Rocky
Mountains, and from the American
border to the Arctic circle, were
bought and paid for out of the Do-
minion treasury by the four original
parties to ‘the . confederation pact—
Ontario; Quebec, Nova Scotia and
{ New Brunswick. i

‘It was federal money and federal
credit that built the C. P. R. to cpen
up and develop these rich prairie
lands of the west. The money that
has maintained for upwards of forty
years an expensive immigration de-
rartment to furnish them with set-
tlers, has regulariy and without stint
been paid out of the treasury of the
Dominion of Canada.

“The enormous outlay that Ltas
been made, and will continue to be
made in the construction of the N. Ty
R. has been voted by the federal I'ur-
liament, for the express purpose of
ovening up, settling, developing and
giving value to our great northwest
domain. The twelfth Parliament of
Canada, now in session, will" uader-
take the great awd expensive project
of constructing the Hudson Bay Kail-
way, to meet the convenience aud the
| commercial requirements of Manito-
ba, Saskatchewan and Alberta.

““We of BEastern Canada have con-
tributed, are contributing, and will
continue to contribute in this way,
to the development, colonization and
enrichment of the lands of the North
West which have been 'purchusgd with
our money. Therefore, Eastern Can-
ada should pe consulted before a final
dispogition of our vaiuable public do-
main in the west has’ been made by
the Parliament of Canada.’

‘‘By all means let the boundaries of
Manitoba be enlarged, let Ontario
have increased territory along the
border of Hudson's Bay, let Alberta
and Saskatchewan be given their rich
crown lands, and let Ungava be added
to Quebec.

- “‘But before this great additional
territory, with its enormous poten-
tial wealth, is conferred on the Pro-
vinces in question, the provincial
governments of Maritime = Canada
should be consulted, their interests
considered ' and - their share of this
federal domain or its financial equi-
valent agreed upon. This is a mat-
ter on which the Governments 0f the
three Maritime Provinces might well
consult together and formulate a
common policy. But there is no time
to be lost. The claims of the West
and of Ontario and Quebec are al-
ready filed and are now being pressed
with vigor. The Maritime Provinces,
should act promptly ang unitedly.'
