-=.EVSIS AIRPORT, _ Greece,
Dct. 2 —(AP)— King George .II
returned to troubled Ghreece to-
night after filve years of exile,
arriving at this war-battered alr-
port only 13 miles from Athens.in
a British plane bearing the Royal
Greek colors. G

He will make his entry tomor-
row lnto Athens, where the police
kssued strict orders banning toss-
Ing of flowers “or any other ob-
Jects” along the route he will take
on his return to the palace he left
In 1941 just two days ahead of the
advancing German armies.
