A former sailor and steve- |
do're, the voung flier is the holder of more
than a hali-dozen international records. )

Russia’s Air Corps marked its twenty-first an-
niversary last November and it was recognized
that the most striking individual performance
in Russian aviation had been that of Major
Kokkinaki in the non-stop flight from Moscow
to the vicinity of Vladivostok in June. H.e had
flown the 4,254 miles in 24 hours 36‘ minutes.

In 1935 Major Kokkinaki set an altitude rec-
ord when he flew to a height of 47,800 feet
above Moscow.

In recent years the flier has supported the
Soviet government’s efforts to increase the num-
ber of fliers in Russia. In 1937 he was active
in a campaign to train 1,000 pilots for every 1,-
000,000 of the country’s population.

Last year Major Kokkinaki was named a
Hero of the Soviet Union in a decree signed by
President Mikhail Kalinin,

Denounces National Park

‘There are two Campbells in the Campbell
Government, a fact which makes for a good deal
of confusion because while these gentlemen have
similar names they are often strikingly at vari-
ence on matters of government policy.

We are paving a road there for something
that may not be of any benefit. We are SPEND-
ING MONEY BY THE THOUSANDS in the
interests of people of some far country who may
come here in the future and leave a little money.
SOMEBODY WILL PAY FOR IT, and find
out that it is not just as bright as it looks. The
people of Prince Edward Island are justly en-
titled to a little recreation as well as anybody
else. What are we doing to provide it ? ( Patriot,

Those Bond Borrowings

The jittery condition into which the Camp-
bell Government has been thrown by Dr. Mac-
Millan’s forceful speech, reported in Saturday’s
Guardian, may be judged from the reaction in
its party organ, which devotes several columns
to misrepresenting  the Conservative leader's
stitements.

It devates special attenition to his criticism of
the irregular methods adopted in floating Lib-
eral bond issues, particularly the issue of $325,-
000 last December, This issue, our ¢ontempor-
ary says, “was for 5,325,000”, which, if cor-
rect, would muake the Goverament's borrowings
to date in excess of nine and a half millions!

The Monetary Times goes on to state that
firm bids were received from at least two other
syndicates at close to the accepted price, “which
would have relieved the Province of all liability
in the transaction.”

The Liberal press quotes the Financial Post,an-
other outstanding paper, with regard to the
Nova Scotia issue; but much more to the point
is that paper’s statement regarding the Campbell
Government’s bond borrowing methods, This
is what the Financial Post had to say in Feb-
ruary, 1928:

“Prince Edward Island has rejected bids for
an issue of $400,000 bonds. While the public
announcement has been made by the Provincial
Government in regard to prospective financing.
several weeks ago tenders were called for PRIV-
ATELY on a $400,000 issue. Several investment
houses were asked to submit alternative bids for
different maturities, Reasons for rejection of
the bids HAVE NOT BEEN GIVEN.

“The Financial Post is informed that one of
the difficulties encountered by the investment
dealers in making bids was the inability of the
Province to provide a detail of financial re-
sults for the year ended Dec. 31, 1937. The lat-
est available report is for the year 1930.”

Premier Camobell issued a statement attempy-
ing to refute the Financial Post, in which he
admitted that NO TENDERS OF ANY KIND
had been called. Some investment houses “had
approached the Government with the suggestion
that they might be allowed to submit bids.” The’
Government’s inability to provide them with
required information was due, he said, to the
Audit not being completed. “A sfitement was
made, however, to the competing investment
houses to the effect that the Budget for 1937
had forecast a deficit of $60,000, and that this
f_orecast would not be far astray in either direc-
tion.”

How was that for Liberal financing ?

Instead of the forecast deficit of $60,000 the
Government had a deficit that year, on current
account alone, of $120,773. So the Premier’s
tip to the investment houses, just a few weeks
before the Audit was completed and which he
assured them “would not be far astray in either
direction,” turned out to be as worthless as his
pledges to the electors.
