farm, which he took over in 1889,
He was born in December 1828 in the
house in which he died. Mr. M‘Lean
received his early education at Tom-
inclune School. Afterwards he came
under the tuition of Donald Cowan,
Weem School, and later he attended
Mr. Davidson’s classical school at
|Perth. TIn 1848 he entered St.. An-
‘drew’s University, where he prosecut-
1ed his studies under Sir David Brew-
1ster, and then under Principals Hal-
!dane and Tulloch. He was licensed
|to preach in 1856, and in 1857, act-
ing as assistant to the  Rev. John
| M‘Laren, he preached for two months
|in the old pre-Reformation Church at
IPiteairn, Grandtully. A new church
|was erected in a lower and more ac-
Icessible situation, and here Mr.
M‘Lean ministered to his people for
labout 37 years. This church show-
iing signs of decay, was demolished in
1893, when Lady Stewart, of Grand-
jtully, at her own expense, erected the
present church, with a memorial win-
{dow dedicated to her late husbhand,
| Sir Douglas Stewart Bart, of Grand-
{tully and Murthly,
{ A cultured man of wide sympach-
lies, Mr. M‘Lean travelled through
| Palestine and BEgypt, and in 1906 he
|took a trip to Canada in hig 78th
(year.. Of a most ohservant turn of
{mind, he made good use of his trav-
elling experiences, delivering many
popular lectures thereon after his re-
{turn home. He was possessed of a
irich vein of quiet, pawky humour,
which rendered him a delightful com-
Panion,

A good story is told of him in con-
nection  with the erection of the
jBlnck Watch monument at Aberfeldy.
!Mr. M‘Lean had been deputed to sol-
licit a subscription from - the late
Comte de Paris, who was then shoot-
{Ing tenant at Loch Kennard lodge,
|Mr. M‘Lean called at the shooting
{lodge, and presented his' book. The
|Comte’s Secretary very politely took
|the hook, and presented it  to' hig
{master. The Comte returned the
hook, with his compliments, and re-
lquested “to know what the 42d.
{Highlanders ever did for France. Mr.

{M‘Lean replied’ ‘““Go and tell the
|(‘nmte that the 42d. Highlanders
{helped to place Louis the 18th on

the Throne of France at Waterloo.”
The Seeretary went back with this

‘reply, and, shortly returned smiling,
“with two sovereigns to help the
monument.
