Brecheen, his
screwball again puzzling the Sox
sJuggers, needed no more éencour-
agement than that.

The deciding game will be
fought Tuesday. Another jammed
crowd such as the 356,768 who
watched the home town boys
rally yesterday was expected to
witness the final fray. It was the
second straljght year that the
Serles had gone the limit, De-
riolt Tigers having needed all
seven to subdue Chicago Cubs a
year ago.
