SPEL OF HEALTH.

A feature of the religious services
in New York and Boston last Sun-
day was that in nearly all the lead-
ing churches the gospel of health was
preached, with a special reference to
the battle against tuberculosis. The
pastors and their people hoped in
this way to incrcase the impetus al-
ready given to the anti-tuberculosis
movement. Leading citizens through-
out the Union. from President Taft
down, tke Governors of nine States
and the Mayors of hundreds of cit-
es, thousands of doctors, and now
the church pastors, are combined in
the work of arousing the public
terest, educating the people in
gard to the dread malady, how
prevent its spread, and how to
cover those who have begun to fec!
its blighting effects.

Altogether it is a remarkable, wide-
spread and hopeful movement. The
gospel of health may well be preach-
ed in the churches of Him whose min-
istry was fruitful of healing.
Groat good has already been achiev-
ed by the carnest, systematical work
(lung and still better may be expect-
ed when the cumulative effect- of the
cfforts already made is realized. It
means more than a war against the
single malady of tuberculosis. = The
zeal and earnestness aroused against
one disease, will tend to precautions
and preventive measures against all.

, HALLEY'S COMET COMIN
G TO CLOSE QUARTERS.

If the astronomers know what they
are talking about, Halley’s comet is
now passing round. the sun in the
cpposite direction from that pursued
by the earth aad other planets. The
comet passed its perihelion, or near-
est point to the sun, on April 20 and
is now racing outwards, tail first in-
to space. On May 18 it will be direct-
1y between the earth and the sun.
The tail, which is rapidly extending
now, will then envelop the earth.

Ten days later the comet will cross
the orbit of the earth, but our plan-
et will form a very brilliant specta-
The comet should now be visible in
the morning, as it rises a little to
the northeast about two hours be.
fore the sun. After the earth has pas-
sed the point in its orbit where the
comet crosses it, that is after May
18, the comet will appear again in
the evening sky, and the astronomers
expect itz tail to extend one third
of the way from the horizon to the

zenith. o | B
