MONTRBAL, Que., June 25. —
That the remark of a locomotive
engineer giving evidence hefore a
coroner's jury at Chatham, Ont,
“The motorist who stopg before a
railway crossing is my best
tried”, would be echoed heartily
by train men everywhere, was em-
phasized by Canadian National
Railways claims agents and repre-
sentatives. of the legal department
in conference here yesterday
afternoon. The conference has
drawn claims agents from all
parts of Canada, and their discus-

sions cover. a wide range of sub-
jects. pProbably the most import-
ant to the public of the questions
discussed is that of automobile ac-
cidents at level erossings. The
majority of those attending the
meeting  expre d themselves as
strongly in favor of a federal law
providing that the driver ol every
vehicle must bring such

vehicle to a full stop before cross-
ing railway tracks. This would
apply at crossings which could be
designated as to sufficient import-
ance for such a ruling. It = was
pointed out that many cities and
municipalities have by laws which
compel drivers to bring their
motors to a stop at  “arterial”
highways. No difficulty is found
in enforcing this law and no more
difficulty in the opinion of_ the
claims agents would be experienc-
ed in compelling the motorist to
gtop before negotiating a railway
crossing. While there is a cer-

tain monetary loss to the Cana-
dian National system through
crossing accidents, Gerard Ruel,

K. (., Vice President in charge of
legal affairs, pointed out that the
company was not, so much con-
cerned in this feature as in the
necessity forpreventing the reck-
less throwing away of  lives of
motorists and their families. “If
the passing of a “stop law” will
save only one life in the Domin-
fon of Canada in the next year it
will be more than worth while.”
Mr. Ruel informed the meeting.

William Johnston, district
claims agent at Duluth, Minnesota,
speaking of conditions in that

state where a stop law has been
pasged by the legislature said that
although this law had not yet
become. effective its passage had
aroused public interest to the ex-
tent that automobile accidents on
the two hundred miles of Cana-
dian National lines in. that state
had been very greatly ‘reduced.
The Minnesota law provides that

la certain’ crossing shall be desig-

nated and at these the drivers of
motor vehicles must come to a full
stop.

MONTREAL, June 22. —'“Auto-
mobile associations, in urging in-
creased speed limits for vehicles
highways are simply
urging reckless motorists to com-
mit suicide” declared J. M. Gill of
Toronto at this morning’s confer-
ence of claim agents of the Cana-
dian National Railways. Wheth-
er it be popular with the motorist
or not, we should oppose. such
moves with all of our might. The
motorist driving at 35 miles an
hour over a public highway cannot
stop his car in time to avert dis-
aster if a fast train 18 bearing
down upon him. That is one rea-
gon why so many accidents occur
through cars crashing into the
gide of moving trains.”

tions in that state. There, on the
Grand Trunk western lines of the
Canadian National system, a stop
and flashlight signal warning the
approaching motorist of the simul-
taneous approach of a train to the
crossing  has been  installed in
many cases and has been found
both safe and economical. With the
increasing motor traffic in the
state of Michigan where over a
million and a quarter automobiles
are licensed this year, the work
of a flagman at a railway crossing
has become most hazardous, as a
result three flagmen have been in-
jured and are now in hospital and
a yardmaster was so seriously
hurt that he lost one leg through
being crashed into by the motor-
ists whose llves they were trying
to save,

“1 wouldn't be a crossing -flag-
man on Grand Trunk western
lines for anypbody” Mr. Smith de-
clared. “Gates are of no value”
he continued. “At one crossing
so protected autoists broke down
the gates on an average of three
times a week. At that particular
crossing, since we installed the
combined stop and flashlight warn-
ing, not a single accident has oc-
cured.”

(. J. Cooper also of Detroit, stat-
ed that this system of crossing
protection had been enthusiastic-
ally received by the American
Railway Association and had been
made the standard for lines east of
Chicago. In the American citles
the motorist had become educated
to driving control by means of
flashing  lights and  where the
streets were wide enough these
signals were placed on an {sland
at the centre of the street, or at
the right hand curb otherwise.
With this signal in operation there
was no excuse for motorists being
caught on  crossings. In the
course of the discussion Mr. Gill
referred to statistics showing the
comparative speed of autos at
railway crossings. “If a motor-
ist beats a fast train over a Cross-
ing six times in one day, he will
have saved perhaps seven
onds” he sald, “whereas if he suc-
ceeds in doing it five times and
loses out on the sixth, he wil
have probably sacrificed the re-
mainder of his life.”

The failure of audible signals
under present day conditions
when the noise of motors together
with the fact that pople were
driving in closed cars rendered
even locomotive bells largely in-

audible was referred to, and from
this point of view the light warn-
ings were considered more satis-
fActory.

During the morning session Sir
Henry W. Thornton, chairman and
president of the Canadian National
gystem attended for a few min-
utes thanking the claims agents
for their work during the past
year and reminding them that
their work was just as important
to the success of the company as
his own or any of the other offic-
ers. “The basis of your settle-
ments with the public must be
justice, and it must be of a nature
to leave behind @ feeling that the
party has been fairly treated. In
that way friendships for the com-
pany are cemented” said Sir
Henry. The meetings are con-
tinuing during today.

It passed
through the Central West during one of the
heaviest rainstorms of the century. Western
Union officials verified both the time of depar-
ture and arrival. At all times, consideration
was given to therights of motorists, and in pass-
ing through cities speed regulations were care-
fully observed. High speed was made through
the night on deserted country roadways.
