OTTAWA, May 13 — (CP)—An
estimated 35-per-cent increase in
hog marketings will be necessary
in the next 21 weeks compared
with the same period last year if
Canada is to fulfill her contractual
obligation to ship 600,000,000
pounds of bacon to Britain  in
1041-42 and the full allowance
for domestic consumption. {s used,
the bacon board announced today.

It will be “close figuring at
best,” the board said, to supply
the contracted amount by next
October, It urged the public to
restrict consumption of pork pro-
ducts and producers to assure
every market hog “is up to good
weight" before being marketed,

In the 21 weeks the contract
has to run, higher marketings are
expected in eastern Canada, al-
though they have been runnin
lower than™ last year, In the 3
weeks already elapsed hog market-
ings in eastern Canada were down
12 per cent.
