OUR BRAVE HIGHLANDERS

For generations the :hronicles of
our wars have been studied with the
brilliant achievements of Britain's
Highland regiments. During the past
hundred years from India and the Far
East to Florida in the West; from
Waterloo and the Crimea to Egypt
and South Africa the kilted warriors
have, whenever they came into the
firing line, struck terror into Britain's
foes. Theirs it ever was to bear the
brunt of the heaviest fighting and
tackle the most difficult position. Lit-
tle mattered it to the fearless Gaels
whether it was the heights of Dargal,
the marshes of Florida, or the sandy
wastes of Tel-el-Kebir. Their task
was always cheerfully taken up, and
wonderfully well finished. All that
the nation owes to our Highland re-
giments may never be fully recorded,
but it will be agreed that their prow-
ess in battle has been an important
factor in building up our great Em-
pire.

When in August last the call-to
arms rang through - our nation, and
the slogan resounded through strath
and glen of the Highlands, the res-
ponse of these Baels was a magnific-
ent lead to all parts of the Empire,
Every crofter’s home and fisherman’s
dwelling in the Highland countries
gave of its best—its fathers and sons
to the Army and Navy, its daughters
to the nursing brigades, while the
old people knitted as only Highland
women can knit, comforts for the
common store, while the aged men
bend their heads = to the work the
younger had to leave. Sadly deplen-
ished though the Highlands are today
compared to their state a century ago,
when a regiment could be raised
where now but a company can be got
together, almost every fit man went
to the front.

When recently a London newspaper
offered a monument to the village any-
where in the United Kingdom that
had sent the best per centage of its
men to the war, few were surprised
when a Highland village romped home
with the trophy, and the records of
the Highland districts were found to
lead those of all the districts in the
Empire.

Something must be said to the val-
ue of the men sent. Hardened as
they were by long experience fishing
in all weathers there, none could
stand the rigorous of a long winter
vigil in the North Sea like the
Highland fishers. They prove invalu-
able not only in the nine-sweeping
trawlers so largely used in this war;
but as a Naval Reserve men spread
throughout our Grand Fleet they brou-
ght to their work on intimate know-
ledge of the waters patrolled.

Then those rugged giants from the
North of Sutherland, the Hebrides,
and the isles and firths of the West—
what grand phalanxes they added to
our forces that went to hold up the
rapidly advancing Huns, Having
travelled with them from the High-
land to the English ports from which
they sent out on their way to France I
realised more than my readers can
what a sacrifice the Highlands were
making in giving up, these magnificent
men to become human ramparts bar-
ring the onward sweep of the German

SUBMARINE SIGFAL
LATEST INVENTION,

Cleveland Moflfet gives a highly in-
teresting account of a very remark-
able invention made by Prof. A, A.
Fessenden. It is a submarine signal
apparatus, which, attached to ves-
sels under the water line, enables a
ship’s officers to have exact informa-
tion as to the presence of other
ships, icebergs, rocks, and so of.
The effect of the invention is to re-
duce dangers from collisions, and it
is an invention which also practical-
ly renders ships immune from sub-
marine attack in naval warfare, In
the foliowing extract taken from the
article appears an account of a re-
cent demonstration:

‘‘A new demonstration of this mod-
ified oscillator was made in Massa-
chusetts Gay toward the end of Jan-
uary, 1914, An old wooden wrecking
tug, the Susie D—, was equipped
with a steam turbine and generator
for furnishing current to the new os-
ciilator, also with a derrick and
boom for lowering the heavy appara-
tus into the sea. A switchboard was
set up on deck, and, when everything
was ready and the weather favorable,
the Susie D-- was moored fast to
the Boston lightship at the mouth of
the harbor. Then a powerful ocean-
going tug, the Neponset, with Prof.
Fessenden and J. F. Perkins, vice-
president of the company, and assis-
tants aboard, steamed out into the
ocean to see how far away they could
pick up the signals with their micro-
phone receiving apparatus. It was
after 12 o'clock when they started,
and the understanding was that Mr,
Vaux, the sending' operator on the
Susie D—, would keep his oscillator
tooting twice a minute for five hours,
*“Two miles ont the Neponset stop-
ped hep engines and the microphones
were léwered into the sea. It was im-
possible to listen while the tug was
moving, because of the slap of the
waves and the interference of foreign
noises, = As the boat came to rest,
Prof. Fessenden slipped on the tele-
phone head set and listened,
‘“Tooooooo-toot-toot—' came the
signal, and again after half a min-
ute, ‘‘Toot-toot-toooooooooot—'

‘“ ‘Fine!' beamed the inventor,
‘He’s sending D W's. It's clear as a
bell.’

““At four miles they stopped again
and listened, then at six miles, then
at cight, then at 16, and finally at
25 miles. Mach time the signals from
the Susie D— were heard distinctly.
Every one of the party heard them,
there was no doubt of it.

‘At 16 miles and at 25 miles,’
said Mr, Perkins, relating the exper-
ience, ‘the signals were 8o plain that
you could hear themy with the tele-
phone receiver a foot away from
your ear.'

‘“‘Suddenly a squall and a snow-
storm came up, but the tug pushed
on until they heard the Peaked Hily
bell buoy sounding on their star-
board, and this is 31 miles from the
Boston lightship. In a whirl of snow-
flakes they stopped and listened for
the last time--the fipe hours was
neariy up and night was coming on
and here again they caught the sub-
marine tootings of the Susie D— a
little faipter, but quite unmistak-
able. Thirty-one miles by water wire-
less!"’~American Magazine.

FIELD ROOT AND VEGETABLE
SEED SITUATION.

For three months after the out-
break of war much anxiety was felt
throughout North America as to sup-
plies of field root and vegetable seeds
that come principally from the war-
ring countries of Furope. The field of-
ficers of the Seed Dranch devoted
much of this time to a study of the
possibilities of creating a supply of
Canadian grown seed for 1916 plant-
ing. It was advisable in the aut-
umn to select and speciaily store any
biennial roots to he transplanted this
spring for seed production.

Fortunately the European seed crop
of 1913 was much above the average
for practically all kinds. Owing to
orevious shortage in supplies, most
Canadian seed houses had increased
their orders by fifty per cent or raore
and had received full delivery. The
excellent seed crop of 1914 was aiso
harvested in spite of war conditions
and, although deliveries have been
delayed and transportation excessive,
wost seed houses have received the
greater part if not all of their con-
tract orders. Canadian seed houses
of good financial standing are thus in
a position _to carry over sufficient
supplies to meet a very considerable
part of 1916 requirements,

The quantity of field root and veg-
etable seeds that may be produced in
Burape during the present yvear or the
next is highly speculative. This work
requires much skilled labor, of which
there must be a marked shortage for
agricultural purposes. European Gov-
ernmental direction of increased food
production and relatively high prices
for food crops will doubtless decrease
the areas devoted to these seed crops
and to stock seed roots which would
normally be grown this year for
transplanting in 1916,

Canadian farmers and gardencrs
should give this unstable situation
their serious consideration. The soil
and climatic conditions in different
parts of Canada are equally favor-
able if not superior to those of Bur-
ope. ' The growing of these seeds in
quantity for commerce has been liny-
ited in Canada by the higher price of
labor and because few farmers had
experience with hiennial seed crops.
A few dozen or a few hundred shape-
Iy roots set out this spring may give
valuable experience which may be
much needed as weli as some good

seed. A bulletin on field root and
vegetable seed production may be had
on application to the Publications
Branch, Ottawa,

TO CONTROL HOUSE FLIES

In addition to screening houses asa
method of control for house flies, var-
ious preparations may be compounded
at home,

Fly-tangle

A sticky fly-paper which will almost
take the place of tangle-foot, may be
made by melting one half pound of
rosin and adding enough olive, castor
or lard oil to give it the consistency
of molasses. With a brush spread
this mixture on small sheets of wrap-
ping paper, leaving about one inch
margin all around. Place two sheets
with the sticky sides together and
when desired for use pull them apart.
This acts as tanglefoot, and may be
used to destroy other insects.

Poison Fly-paper

A very convenient poisoned fly-pap-
er which acts as “dead shot” may be
made as follows:

6 drams of chloride of cobalt.

2 ounces of brown sugar.

1 pint of boiling water.

When the chemicals are all dis-
solved, saturate a blotting paper in
the solution and allow it to dry.
When necessary to use, place small
pieces of this paper on saucers with
water. The stock solution may be
kept in a bottle and used by mixing a
little of it with water. The bottle
should be labeled “poison.”

Formaldehyde

An easy prepared poison for flies
can be made by adding a little vinegar
or milk to a two-per cent. solution of
formablehyde. This should be placed
in flat dishes in various parts of the
room.

Laudanum Mixture

Another poisonous mixture is made
as follows:—

1 teaspoonful laudanum.

16 teaspoonful brown sugar.

2 teaspoonfuls of water,

Use in the same manner as form-
aldehyde or poisoned paper.

The last three are very dangerous,
and should be kept away from chil-
dren and animals.
