Madrid With Rebels Eight
Miles From City.

GETAFE, Spain, Nov. 4—(CP-Havas)—The Insurgents
took this Madrid suburb, eight miles southwest of the
capital, late today after sharp fighting on the outskirts
with Government infantrymen who stayed behind to screen
the Leftist retreat.

The Government militia set fire to Getafe's military air-
port—Madrid’s most important flying hase—bhefore they
abandoned the town. The burning fuel reserve tanks sent
up a blinding pall of smoke which completely hid the cap-
ital from sight, although Getafe is so close as to be re-
cgarded almost as an integral part of the city.

Insurgent artillery blasted a path of entry for the
Insurgent troops, who were halted briefly on Getafe's gates
by several hundred enemy snipers who remained behind,
barricaded in shell-torn houses along the road.

Getafe straddles a broad highway leading directly to
the heart of Madrid.
