CZECHS READY
T0 COPE WITH
SUDDEN ATTACK

Hitler’s Speech Causes
Uneasiness — Pre-
pare To Conciliate
Minorities.

PRAHA, Feb. 23—Czechoslovakia
is ready to defend herself against
sudden attack without waiting for
outside help, the Chief of the Gen-
eral Staft said today,

The Repubiic'’s whole defence
plan, General Ludwig Jan Krejei
explained, is based on realization
that wars now begin without dec-
larations and move with swiftness,
due to airplanes and motorized
troops.

He did not mention Germany but
there has 'heen  uneasiness here
since Chancellor Hitler on Sunday
proclaimed protection of German
minoritics in central Europe.

Czechoslovakia lies next to Ger=
many and has almost 3,500,000
Germans in her population, Nearly
two-thirds of the Germans are
concentrated in Bohemia, the
northwestern section of the country
which is bounded on threz sides by
Germany,

STRENGTHEN DEFENCES

It would be a long time before
effective help coud pe expected
from allies, the General said, add-
ing that “our task is to hold off the
enemy- without outside help during
the_first phase of the fighting.”

“For this purpose a far-flung sys-
tem of forti.ications is being erect-
ed -along our borders,” he stated.
“These should give our possible
enemies reason to ponder whether
plans of brutal aggression would
have any chance of success.”

The leaders slteering Czechoslo=-
vakia through the present critical
period are ready to give Germans,
Hungarians, Poles and other min=
oritics every share in public and
economic _ife short of autonomy.

They want first
to hear what Kurt Von Schusch-
nige, the Austrian Chancellor, says
tomorrow night and they want a
clearer indication of Great Britain's
foreign policy.

They hope Von Schuschnigg will
tell the world what Renchsfuehrer
Hitler oo Germany failed to say—
that the independence of Austria
is no. affected by the Bertchtes-
gaden accord and that religious life
in Austria may continue unmolest-

ed.

CONFLICT TO JAPAN

Groundwork Laid

For Negotiations
To Ensure Peace

Numerous Obstacles To Agree-
ment Looms — Labor Party
Seeks Election On Foreign
Policy Issue.

LONDON, Feb, 23—(CP)—The Cabinet today drafted
terms for negotiations with Italy amid forecasts an early
approach would be made to Germany in pursuit of Prime
Minister Chamberlain’s belief that four-power friendship
among Great Britain, France, Germany and Italy would
ensure the peace of Kurope for a generation.

Political sources understood word had been sent to Sir
Neville Henderson, Ambassador at Berlin, to lay the
eroundwork for the visit here next week of Joachim Von
Ribbentrop, new German foreign minister, who is coming
to take formal leave of his post as Ambassador to Britain,

As Mr. Chamberlain and his colleagues worked on
instructions for the Earl of Perth, Ambassador in Ialyy
for the Anglo-ltalian talks, Lord Perth was enroute to
London to receive instructions which he will take to Rome
10 open negotiations with Count Ciano, Halian foreign
minister.
