The latter argue with
justification that by complying with the terms
of the draft legislation they have done all in
the way of military service that the Govern-
ment asked them to do. They can ask why, hav-
ing disobeyed no laws, they should be deprived
of their elementary right as citizens to com-
pete on equal terms for past-war jobs. The cold
truth is that the King Government by its feeble
and cowardly treatment of the recruiting prob-
lem legislated for the creation of inequalities
during the war, and its legislation has made in-
evitable a fresh crop of post-war inequalities.
On the pretext of preserving a national unity
which has temporarily censed to exist, it has
produced in the ranks of the youth of the nat-
ion a deep cleavage which will leave bitter mem-
cries for many a long day.

Nazi Twilight

The closing down of all entertainment and
eultural activities except the radio and movies,
the introduction of a 6Go-hour weck in all of-
fices, the suspension of all holidays, the mobiliza-
tion of students for war work and the introduc-
tion of the death penalty for infringement of
the new “total war regulations” have been an-
nounced by the German radio. Even the
“strength through joy” movenient initiated by
the Nazis themsclves to compensate the Ger-
mans for the deprivation of other privileges is
tc be sacrificed.

Even the troops are nnot to acquire strength
through' joy since, according to a German radio
commentator  “German troops have no time
for recreation anyway.” A newer compan-
ion movement, “beauty through werk,” is de-
clared to be unjustified at present since “the
German people must temporarily let their cul-
tural life drop.” It is Joseph Goebbels as trus-
tee for war mobilization who has ordered the
closing down of all theatres, mysic halls, cab-
arets, circuses and drama academies as well as
orchestras and colleges of music by Septem-
ber 1.

The note of desperation struck in this aboli-
tion of all social and welfare activities is echoed
in an appeal by Goebbels in his weekly article
in Das Reich for adherence by the Germans in
this heur of trial to “faith and honor, the

basic principles of leadership in war,” “One
can-do without them in gouod times,” admits the
doctor with unwonted ndivete, “as they can be
replaced by success and victory. In bad times,
however, these principles are of importance, as
they must make up for the sethacks and- defeats.”

The 'German radio aiso issued a warning
against “internal disorder’ in Germany and cit-
ed France as *“a threatening example” of its
effects. “Let us make an example from the
present dissolution of France” it urged, “Every
day the internal situation of France is becon-
ing more dramatic and tora. We must be warn-
ed against internal disorder ‘such . as terrorist
attacks against our own people.” ;

The standard of business intrgrity
these days is not such as to lead
the public to take it for
that dealers are universally honest.
Living in an apartment I have
no virsonal interest in the matter
of coal buying. On the other hand
I happen to have had an experi-
ence in Montreal that me to
believe that many coal dealirs
overcharge in the matter of weight,
Called upon by a retail coal firm
to audit their * books I found it
necessary to institute an cntirely
new system, including a pcrpet}xul
inventory, by which I was able to
decide the quantity of each kind
of coal that was purchased and the
quantity sold. I dreided for the
first three months to keep the
books myself, basing the entries
on the purchase invoic's, pur-
chase sales, monies collected, &nd
all payments made either for the
coal or for other expenses such
rent, light, telephone. taxes, wages,
maintenance of horses and trucks.
etc. As on~ member of the firm
suspected that the other was ce-
livering coal and  collecting  for
same without making entries in
the books, I naturally expected
that a shortage would oceur -in at
least some lines. I was surprised,
therefore. on taking stock at
end of the three months to
that in practically  all lines a
greater quantity of coal had  been
sold than had been purchased,
showing an evident over-charge in
quantity. That was during the firss
great war and a friend of mine, a
chartered accountant, had  been
placrd in charge cf the coal busi-
ness for the province of Quebec. I,
therefore, went to him and show'd
him the figures that I had discov-

Since the outbreak of war the Federal Gov-
ernment has placed contracts for construction
and equipment installations with a total value of
$1,381,300,000. Of this actual construction con-
tracts amount to more than $.155,000,000; yet
plans’ deferred because of labor and material
shortages are estimated to have a value of more
than  $3235,000,000, " apart from Dominion or
provincial projects which have heen postponed.
In estimating the postiwar construction possi-
bilities the %1735,000,000 to be made available
under the Government's: housing plans can be
added to that figure giving a total of $500,000,-
oco—more than the equivalent of two years
normal operations in the construction industry.
Wartime construction is regarded as virtually
at an end and from an average of $100,000,000
a year spent on construction in the previous
war years total expenditures are likely to be
more in the neighborhood of $40,000,000 for
1944.

400,000, has gone into new and expanded in-
dustrial facilities.

Since 1926, when a Dominion-wide system
of vital statistics was introduced, the crude birth
rate per thousand population has declined from
an average of 24.1 in the five-year period 1926-

the war years and reached 23.4 in 1942, Dur-
ing the war years not only did marriages take
place which had been postponed «uring the de-
pression but also full employment and other ef-
fects of the war situation probably led to mar-
riages of younger women taking place earlier
than they otherwise would Lave done.
