The best information I can
get would indicate that at least
$2,000,000, of new money will come
into the Provihce for the 1919 crop,
and surely any industry producing
to this little Province a revenue
of this amount should have more
than passing attention, and it ap-
pears to me that we may be in
danger of letting this important
business slip through our fingers
by the present method of shipping
live foxes to any one who is willing
to buy them, and this year at least
g0 I am informed the average price
realized for live animals, invariably,
the pick of the ranch, is lesg than
the average price realized for pelts,
I believe that in order to censerve
to this 'Province the present posi-
tion it holds that it would be wise
to have enacted such legislation as
would make it impossible to send
the live animals from here.
