Indictment for the men, Willlam
Esposito, 28, and his brother, Anth-
ony, 35, came just 24 hours after
police said they killed two men,
wounded two others and terrorized
a Fifth Avenue crowd.

William was shot in the leg dur-
ing the 20-minute gun-battle yes-
terday and, like his brother, ‘was
beaten severly about the head when
ubdued by police and bystanders,
Victims of the foray were:

Alfred V. Klausman, 55, manager
of a linen concern—shot to death in
an elevator of his office building
when he refused to relinquish a pay=
Toll of $649,

Patrolman Edward F. Maher, 52,
slain by the younger Esposito as he
knelt over the bandit whom he had
wounded a moment earlier during
the chase,
Leonard Weisberg, 39, a cab driv-
er, and Willlam C. Mueller, a bank
guard—shot as they overpowered
Maher's killer. Both are in hos-
pital, Weisberg in a serious condi-
tion after several blood transfusions
and an operation. He was shot in
the throat. Mueller was wounded
in the shoulder.
