THIS JELLIED DISH
CALLS FOR COOKED HAM

If you're puzzled about what
you'll do with that leftover ham
in the refrigerator, this recipe may
be a help.

1-4 cup cold water, 1 tablespoon
gelatine, 2 tablespoons brown sugar,
1 oup hot water or hot canned
pineapple juice, 1-4 cup mild vine-
gar, 1-4 teaspoon paprika, 2 cups
cooked ham chopped, 1-2 cup
canned pineapple cut in small
pleces, 6 slices canned pineapple.

Method:—Pour cold water in a
bowl and sprinkle gelatine over it.
Add sugar and hot water or pine-

apple juice and stir until = sugar
and gelatine are dissolved. Add
vinegar and paprika. Cool and
