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A Serious Situation

Mr. H. H. Hannam, president of the Can-
adian Federation' of Agriculture, makes the fol-
lowing comment on the present livestock feed
situation: .

“The action of the Dominion Government
in removing price controls on meats and feed
grains, coupled with the removal of the feed
grain subsidies, will undoubtedly lead to a dou‘ble
increase in the primary producers’ production
costs in the livestock, dairy and poultry indus- |
tries.

“This will be a staggering blow to these
producers, unless there are substantial increases
in the prices of all meats, milk, butter, cheese
and eggs to the consumer.

"The tive Eastern provinces are suffering
from one of the most severe feed crop failures
in their history, and a large section of Sask-
atchewan hkas also experienced an almost com-
plete failure of grain crops because of drought.

“It mcy be that the Government has in
mind compensating livestock producers in those
provinces who suffered crop failures, in some
other way than by the subsidy they removed rec-
ently. But if consumer prices do not rise very
sudstantially, or if the Government will not
undertake some compensating measures for
these livestock producers, there will certainly be
serious liquidation of herds and flocks, a defin-
ite curtailment of livestock and poultry produc-
tion, and a very disturbing decrease in the vol-
ume of products available for U. K. commit-
ments.

“"When hard-pressed producers are denied
the American market for livestock and livestock
products, and when export contracts are fixed on
the basis of lower production costs—with these
contracts acting as partial ceilings—a double
increase in the purchasing price of an abnormal
amount of teed will undermine the industry to

ever to restore them to their former state.
Whether they succeed or not, they are riveted on

Bonnie Prince Charlie
Filmed In Color

There are busy on the sets at
Shepperton, near London making
:'Bonnle Prince Charlie.” A spec-
ial correspondent, after a day at
the studios, describes the progress
of this much-discussed film of
the Rising of 1745,

Two years will have elapsed and
520,000 pounds been spent by the
time “Bonnie Prince Charlie” claim-
ed to be one ot the tinest ot tum
Spectacles, has been made ready
for world-wide distribution by the
British Lion Company at ‘their
Shepperton Studios, near. London.

Directed by Robert Stevenson
and produced by Edward Black,
the film is now half completed
and should be in the cinemas
early next summer,

Producer Black told me of the
care taken to make a true-to-per-
iod film in Technicolor of one of
Scotland’'s most stirring tales, “We
have done the closest research in-
to all aspects of the story,” he
said. “Mr. Haswell Miller, Curator
of the National Portrait Gallery
in Edinburgh, has been one ot our
many advisers. Tartans and kilt
have been carefully checked to
period.”

From a day spent on the sets at
Shepperton Studios T gather the
impression that hard work and
headaches must be the daily lot
of the advisers, technicians, experts
and hosts of workmen who have
been designing and planning a
film that has already aroused
world-wide interest. Much outside
criticism and suggestion pour in
weekly to the company, especially
from Scots who do not want to
see the almost legendary figures
of the Prince and Flora MacDon-
ald distorted by over-enthusiastic
film makers, °

The film begins in  Scotland,
moves to Rome, and goes on to
France, Then come scenes aboard
the FrencH three masted ship
Doutelle. At Shepperton the vessel
lies propped up on its cradle,
which looks like'a mixture of a
Clyde shipyard and a building un-
der erection., It is a masterpiece
by the backroom workmen, so
often overlooked when a film fis
praised.
