PARIS, Oct, 11 —(AP) —Pressure
of the German army and air force
was reported increasing tonight a-
long the whole line between the
Rhine and Moselle Rivers, the
northwestern section of the western
front.

The high command’s evening
communique saia “activity by en-
emy partrols continues and is in-
creasing between the Moselle and
Saar” rivers and added that artil-
lery was active on both sides in thew
same region,

Strong Gemman Patrols

French dispatches said strong
German patrols were concentrating
their thrusts against French ad-
vanced positions south of Saar-
bruecken and asens  while
smaller patrols were  keep! all
other sectors of the Rhine-Moselle
front active.

In the Saarbruecken and Prima-
sens areas the French have driven
closest to the advance positions of

the Siegfried line,
French reports said the larger
Nazi patrol attacks were broken

by machine-gun fire which swept
the entire line of zig-zagh by
wire defences in front of the French
positions.

Despite hesv{ fogs hanging over
the valleys which cut the no-man's
land between the Maginot and
Slegfried lines, activity of German
scouting planes was reported to be
increasing.

“Since Oct. 7 joint overations of
hea y and licht naval forces as
well as air force units have been
under way in the northern North
Sea and along the Norweigian
Coast,” the announcement said.
