Russian
troops are reported to number at
least 400,000. Both armies are
ready.

Will they be used against each
other in the near future? In the
opinion of most military and diplo-
matic observers—no.

Russia never has held so advan-
tageous a position in the Far East,
as long as Japan continues well
occupled in China with the present
hostilities, And Japan, finding a
difficult military problem in what
was judged an easy conquest, is
recarded as being in no position
to go to war with a major power
unless forced into it. There is still
no reason to believe Russia intends
to intervene directly in the war in
China.

To Russia, the war in China is
developing, observers believe, far
mare satisfgctorily than Moscow
had hoved for. Each month of
continued military effort by Japan
means a loss in Japanese soldiers
and a tapping off Japanese military
strength generally.

Foreign military observers are
agreed, therefore, the issue rests
with Japan rather than with Rus-
sla at the moment. Japan is judg-
