knocking. Provide lots of heat for
the intake, even though fi may re-
duce maximum power a tritle, If
there ever in a smell of raw gasol-
ine around the car, examine the
whole fuel systemr for leaks. Run
the circulating water just ds hot
as possible short of making it
boil and cover the radiatoy when
the car is standing, in summer as
well as-in winter, Use the best en-
gine oil obtainable and lubricate
all maving parts conscientiously at

all times. Do not idle the engine,
but shut down and uce the ctioter,
even for very short stops. Keep
the tires well inflated, for soft tires

absorb much power as well as ruin-
ing themselves. Don't let the muf-
fler become choked,or the valves
out of time.
