SUPREME COURT.— The Supreme
Court was yesterday engaged hearing
a motion for arrest of judgment or
stay of proceedings in the action
brought by McInnis against Cox and
tried at the present Hilary Term of
the Court. The action was for “Crim
Con.” and the jury found a general
verdict for damages fixed in the sum
of $1,000. Objeation was yesterday
taken to the declaration and a motion
made to_arrest judgment. It appears
that the first court in the declaration
simply ¢harges Crim Con. It is next
charged that the defendant assaulted
the plaintiff's wife and debauched and
carnally knew. her, alleging as dam-
ages ‘that the plaintiff had . lost and
been deprived of the comfort, and fel-
lowship of his wife, etc. 'Defendant’s
counsel contended that. the, declara-
tion contained 3 counts,—1, Crim Con.;
2, Assault on the plaintiff’s wife; 3,
Crim Con with, special damages al-
leged arising from the Crim Con in the
third. count; apd that the declaration
must be réad as if it contained these
3 counts, and that it made as differ-
ence that these 2 charges were not
numbered but were a continuation of
one ‘paragrapl. As & result, he claims
as a _matter of law that while the first
count, that is, the count for Crim
Con.,-and the third: éount; that is, the
count for Crim Con with special dam-
ages attached to it may ‘be joined to-

for assault for which no special dam-
ages are charged, cannot be joined: in
an action by the plaintiff ‘against the
defendant; that the special damages
claimed have reference to, and can
only be claimed under the third count
and cannot be claimed under the sec-
ond, not’ being charged under the
gecond; that the second -count would
be at the suit of the husband and wife,
or, since the Married Woman's Pro-
perty Act, at the suit of the wife alone;
that the action for assault and an ac-
tion for Crim Con. are separate and
distinct cause¥ of action, as the one
might exist without the other, ana dif-
ferent classes of evidence .would be
required to support them, and these
2 classes of action were clearly and
properly charged under the declaras
tion. There was therefore a misjoin-
der of actions and judgment should
be arrested. The defendant’s counsel

ages was only charged .under the
third count; that the first count was
a count given by statute; that tbe
gecond count was a count for asspult,
and the third was simply a counf for
Crim Con., with special damages for
the Crim Con, The first and third
counts were practically the same, ex-
cept the third count alléged special
damages; and the second count was
an injury to the wife for which the
husband did not claim special dam-
ages, and therefore she should have
been a party to a suit for the assault,
As the damages were assessed on the
whole 8 counts and it could not be as-
certained how much was for each, the
declaration was bad as a whole, and
judgment should be arrested for the
misjoinder of cause¢s of action in the
one suit, Defendant's counsel fur-
ther asked' that the proceedings be
stayed on the ground that the evi-
dence at the trial showed a criminal
offence for which the defendant had
not heen prosecuted and that a civil
action would not lie until after prose-
cution of the ¢riminal charge; and by
the law of England a man could not
make a felony the foundation of a
civil action. Mr. Johnston, K. C, for
the plaintiff, argued the contrary, and
on the last ground contended that the
Oriminal Code of Canada had abrogat-
ed the right to suspend trial of a civil
action until after the criminal had
been tried. Judgment was reserved,
