LONDON, November 7.—Today the
Times comments as follows on the
Teutonic: proclamation of the indepen-
dence of Poland, under the heading:
“A Trap for Poles—Russia held out
to the-Poles, as a reward for the sac-
rifices ana exceptional danger she
called upon them to face, the aboli-
tion of the boundaries which have
severed the living body of the nation
since 1772, national freedom under
the sceptre of the Czar for the free-
dom of faith and self-government.

“The Central Powers make no such
offer. They propose- to form an inde-
pendent state, an hereditary mon-
grehy, not out of all the territories
of the old Polish republic, but only
_out of the Polish district they have
seized from Russia. v

%Polahd’s  national development,
which implies, of necessity, the re:
union of the Polish provinces of Aus-
trian and Prussian Poland, is arrested
and paralyzed.

“From the first curious stress has
been laid in the proclamation on the
military department of the projected
kingdom. * Therein the ranks of the
Central Ppwers are dangerously thin-
ned. ?

“The new Poland is to have a new
army of her own, indeed. There is
reason to believe the whole scheme is
merely a deyice to force the Polish
subjcts of Russia in the occupied dis-
tricts into the .military service of
Germany.

“Von Hindenburg has insisted upon
the mecessity of drawing, without de-
lay, upon this new source of /‘cannon-
futter.” '

“He has called for 700,000 recruits
from this source. The first service of
the Independent Polish state will be
to. supply them.

“The kingdom_has been created in
order to lend ashow of legality to the
conscription of Russian subjects for a
war against Russia.

BERLIN, November 6—By wireless
to Sayville—A Vienna despatch says
that the Polish delegation who a few
days ago visited the German Chan-
cellor, -Dr. Von Bethmann-Hollweg,
to request the granting of autonomy
to Poles, also called upon the Austro-
Hungarian Foreign Ministey, Baron
Von Burian, and presented to him this
address: ¢
“In time of war it is impossible
to elect an authorized representative
of the Polish mation in pursuance of
the object to which we aspire. Mean-
while we consider that it is our right
to give expression, in the name of
the Polish nation, of its unshakeable
aspiration to the re-establishment ot
a permanent Polish state. Only the
creation of a strouig Polish state, with
opportunity for free evolution and a
guarantee of equal rights to all citi-
zens, can give warrant of a firm basis
for permanent peace in Europe.
“The establishment of - a Polish
state is in accordance with the inter-
ests of the Central Powers. Although
at present it is not possible to deter-
mine the frontiers of the state on the
east, the circumstances created by
the war require that the ruters of
the Central Powers, by public act.
recognize and proclaim independent
Poland, and give it guarantees of in-
dependence.”
