The reported battle on the
new north-central front may

ian defensive action east and

A Nazi drive toward Moscow
from the indicated scene of ac=
t'on does not seem probable.
The Viadaiskya range, the most
mountainous terrain on the
whole vast battle front from
Leningrad to the lower Dniep-
er, throws a sheltering arm a-
bout Moscow from that direc-
tion. Behind that barrier on a
wide front lies a lake-studded
region of extreme difficulty for
mechanized warfare,

Nazi defeat of a Russlan
counter thrust south of TLake
Ilmen might end Leningrad's
hopes of relief; but not neces-
sarily open a route for the
Germans to flank Moscow from
the north. The opening of the
great German drive eastward
toward Rostov from (e Dniep-
er is a far more deadly men-
ace for the Russians.

A, F's continental fighter offen-
sive which, In mid-supumer, sent
hundreds of Spitfires dally over
Northern France.

As for the United States, W. Av-
erell Harriman, head of the Ameri-
can mission to Moscow, sald today
that shipments of United States
raw materials and finished pro-
ducts now reaching Russia in sub-
stantial amounts would be increas-
ed despite the “great problems In-
volved.” U. 8. ships, he added, ware |
going freely across the Pacific to
Vladivostok.
