LONDON, Feb: 11 — (Reuters)
—In the dim light of four altar
candles in electricity-starved Lon-
don, Mary Churchill, youngest
daughter of Britain’s wartime lead-
er, Winston Churchill, was married
today to Capt. Christopher Soames,
26-year-old assistant ' British mil-
itary attache in Paris,

the front pews, the Churchills
walked up the aisle to where the
bridegroom in Coldstream Guards
uniform walted.

The bride, in a stiff white satin
dress, carried a Victorian posy of
orange blossoms and wore a dainty
crown of the same flowers.

At the last minute it was de-
cided to use the electric organ but
al]l the lights were switched off.

Guests included A.V. Alexander,
defence minister, Sir  Stafford
Cripps, president of the Board of
Trade, and Viscount Mountbatten,
cousin of the King, and friends of
the bride who served with her in
an anti-aircraft unit during the
war.
