Coirelated with
warmth is feeding and the time of
feeding. Nature l:as equipped poultry
with ample storage s»a:-e which in-
cludes the crop, pizzard, and
stomach. The gizzard with its strong
musculay walls may oe lisened to
a power-plant. 1t genevaies heat in
the bird when the crop is full of
reserve feed. Thus the v.ad is kept
warm, while the feathers keep the
cold out. But ‘he interva! heat is
dissipated during the r-'giht and in
the case of poultry not tod after 4.p.
m. the store of fuel is ecxhausted
befcre the titne it is enori needed
during the coldest hours ¢f the night
in the early morning.
