‘EggﬁPrices Drop
In Vancouver

VANCOUVER, Dec. 20—(CP)—
The Dominion Government poultry
Inspection Bureau here today an-
nounced a reduction of two cents
per dozen in the price of eggs.

During the past two weeks eggs
have dropped an avevage of seven
cents per dozen, depending on
grade.

Poultry raisers now receive 19
cents per dozen for grade “A”
large, 16 cents for grade “A” med-
fum, and 14 cents for grade
pullets. Retail prices will remain
unchanged until present stocks
are sold.
