welcome to the Clemenceau Cabinet,
although tho censor has been busily
engaged' eorasing the name of Foch
from eunlogistic newspaper articles.
Never before, even during the war,
hag the French censorship shown it-
self so edger to prévent news of the
marshal’s Wnovements from reaching
the public, although the German press
carries long accounts of his activities
and intentions.

Despite the possibility
military ' intervention = against Ger-
many,’ the clamor for demobilization
is steadily increasing in France. The
militaristic BEcho de Paris seeks , t
sooth the clamorous by ftigures, indi-
cating that by April 20th 2,760,000
Frenchmen were demobilized as
against 2,000,000 Bnitish, 1,600,000
Americatis and 1,600,000 Italians.

In less than: one .month from the
time the signatures are affixed to the
peace terms the newspaper adds, five
more classes, those of 1907, 1908, 1909,
1910 and 1911, will be liberated. The
Echo:de Paris carefully refrains from
mentioning, however] how much
larger'the French army was than any
of the other three, In proportion to
the number of Frenchmen . under
arms, France has demobilized a far
smaller perceéntage than any of the
other powers.

Would Separate From Prussia.

Coineident with: Marshall' Foch's ap-
pearance in the Rhineish provinces
reports reach here of a strengthening
of the movements for separation of the
Rhinelands from Prussia, Last Sun-
day all the German /preachers in ter-
ritory occupied by one of the Ameris
can corps.voiced a demand for inde-
pendence from Prussian domination.

The responsibility for the Halifax
explosion, which brought devastation
to the major portion of the city, and
exacted a toll of sixteen hundred lv-
es, rests equally upon the Mont Blanc
and the Imo, according to a decision
handed down by the Supreme Court
at Ottawa on Monday, reversing a de-
cision made by Mr. Justice Drysdale
in the spring of 1918, placing the
blame upon the Mont Blanc.

original action was brought aguinst
the owners of the Imo by the own-
ers of the Mont Blanc for
two million dollars. The own-

Evidence deposed
hefore the Commission which enqufr-
ed into the causes of the explosion
was used in the trial, which lasted for
several ionths, and aroused great
interest. The court dismissed the
claim_of the plaintiffs and found in
favor of the counter-claim, awarding
the owners of the Imo two milllon
dollars and costs.
