WASHINGTON, D. O, Sept. 1.—
The resignation of Hanford Mac-
Nider. as United States Minister to
Canada was accepted today by
President Hoover. Simultaneously an
announcement was made that the
former assistant Secretary of War
would participate in the Republican
campaign in an effort to line up the
war veteran vote. President Hoov-
er apparently has taken no immedi-
ate steps to fill the Canadian post.

OTTAWA, Sept. 1—In the com-
ing session of Parliament the Gov-
ernment will bring down the de-
cennial redistribution bill rear-
ranging the representation in Par-
liament according to the last cen-
sus. ’

There will be no change in the
number of members, which will
stay at 245. Quebec, with a fixed
representation, Ontario, Manitoba,
Saskatchewan and Prince Edward
Island will all hold what they have.
Elsewhere there are variations. Nova
Scotia stands to lose two and New
Brunswick - one, but by way of
equilibrium Alberta will gain one
and British Columbia two, The
question of whether with its sparse
population, the Yukon by itself is
entitled to a member, is one of
the things which will have to be
determined. It is so detached and
aloof as not to fit into any other
constituency. At the same time its
population, though entitled to rep-
resentation, is enormously below the
number qualifying for a member.
