WESTMINSTER ABBEY BELLS.

In order that they may take an
appropriate part in the celebration
of peace, the six old -bells at West-
minister AbLey are to be thoroughly
restored, and new ones will be added
to complete the octave. These old
bells are of great historic interest.
All except the treble (or smallest)
were cast at the Whitechapel Bell
Foundry of Messrs, Mears and Stain-
bank. The tenor, which is the larg-
est, ‘weighing one ton and a half,
was cast in 1738; the fifth in 1598;
the fourth and second in 1743, and
the third in 18563.  The treble is an
early fourteenth century bell, cast
probably by Richard de Wymbish,
who was founding in the parish ' of
Aldgate at that time. The treble and
third must have been rung to -cele-
brate the victory over the Spanish
Armada in 1588, and one of them will
ring again to signalize the greatest
victory of history. When the Abbey
authorities asked the foundry to over-
haul the bells for ringing at the sign-
ing of the armistice, it was found that
they were in such poor condition that
only the smaller bells could be rung.
Messrs. Mears and Stainbank reported
that nothing less than entire rehang-
ing would be of service. Fortunately
two benefactors, who wish to remain
anonymous, generously came forward
and offereq to bear the cost, Two
smaller bellg, to complete the octave,
are to be added, and the old bells will
be returned, -the whole ring being re-
hung with entirely new fittings and
framework, The old fourteenth cent-
ury treble, while too small to take its
place successfully in the octave, will
be preserved, and'a new bell cast in
its place. The Abbey will then possess
the heaviesi ring of eight in London.
