Mr. Adelard- Lanctot, M. P, for

M. P. for Champlain, were to the ef-
fect that the former had procurad
th2 foreman of the ra nters at the
sorel shipyard to furnish mater al
and lahor for the painting snd deco-
rating of Mr. Lanctot 8 residence. It
is understood that the liberal mem-
bers of the committze have already
agrged upcn their verdict and the 1e-
port of the committee is thus fore-
shadowed. The majority report of
the committee will declare that Mr.
Lanctot has violated the Independ-
ence of Parliament act, but that ha
did so unwittingly. The resblution
will probably be that Lanctot will be
permitted to resign and that no im-
putation will rest upon Mr. Blondin
for having preferred the charges. In-
deed many lawyers are of the opinion
that Mr. Lanctot has already lost
his seat by reason of the facts ad-
mitted.

There will be much interest in tae
by-election to follow. The national-
ists are said to be strong in the elec-
toral district of Richelieu and intend
to put a candidate in the field. The
government, however, are inyhopes of
reciprocity ~ proving popular in
that district. The county exports a
considerable ‘quantity of hay and
other products which are taken to
New York via the Chamblyn cenal.
