If the truth were
known it would be found that while
we are not apparently in fear or
afraid, we are really worrying about
something and worry is simply
chronic fear.

The only difference then between
fear and worry is that fear is more
immediate, more acute, and we are
frightened as we would be if a loved
one were dangerously ill or we were
in a wreck or held up by a footpad,
whereas worry means that we are
in trouble of some kind and cannot
see a clear way out of it. The ef-
fects of worry, while not as sevesq
or pronounced as fear, effect us in
the same way by depressing the
various processes of the body—ap-
petite, digestion by meking the var-
fous digestive juices less active,
causes constipation ‘(in most cases)
and renders the brain less clear and
active:

WHat anger does to all the pro-
cesses of the body-is known to all
of us. As we fly into a temper we
can feel the heart pumping fast and
hard, the mouth gets dry, there is
at first some extra strength but in
a very short time there is the
trembling of the muscles, and a
general fezling of weakness follows.
Anger damages the nervous system.
There are' some individuals who
pride themselves in that they never
get angry. They “swallow” their
anger but tell you that they never
forget. In other words they really
“nurse” their anger for months or
years in the form of resentment.
Research physicians are able to
show that “holding this grudge” for
some length of time has the same
effects produced more slowly as
these outbursts of anger.

In other words resentment, nurs-
ing your anger, holding a grudge
interferes . with all the mental,
physical and also the spiritual pro-
