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Mainland Potato Storage

Owing to the loss of the Car Ferry Charlotte-
fowa, farmers and produce dealers are con-
sidering the best means of handling shipments
of potatoes mnext Fall and Spring. Railway
statistics show that for the last three years
average shipment of potatoes vig Box:den was,
from September to December inclusive, 35%
and January to March inclusive 49%, so that
the bulk of our potato crop has hitherto been
exported in the months in which the Car Ferry
experiences difficulty in navigation, Had main-
land storage been in existence during the last
three years accommodation would have been
required for approximately 373,950 bushels in
1939-40, 415,125 bushels in 1940-41, and 424,
575 bushels in 1941-42.

The advantages claimed for
age are: -

(1) To enable the transport of potatoes in
the l'all months to storage in ordinary freight
cars,

(2) More favourable weather during the
months of September to December inclusive
enables a greater utilization of ferry facilties,

(3) Protection of shippers against possible
delay in fulfilling orders,

(4) Decrease in potential loss and damage in
transit,

(5) Avoidance of traffic congestion at the
terminals and the resultant greater traffic de-
lays during severe conditions in the Northum-
berland Straits,”

(6) To expedite the utilization of refrigerator
cars.

(7) To facilitate the securing of refrigera-
tion equipment under prevailing conditions and
circumstances, ;

In February this year as many as 50 car
loads of freight were left at Borden waiting
movement to the mainland. Potatoes constituted
48% of the exports in January, and 45.6 in
February,

The question has been raised if a mainland
depot be agreed upon, where should it be locat-
ed. The Railway and shippers alike agree it
should be at Sackville, and that the cost of
storage should not exceed the regular rate
charged by potato warehouses, viz, 10c per bag
or $30 per car to include inward and outward
handling,

There is some difference of opinion among
shippers and farmers as to the advisability of
agreeing to this plan. The disadvantages stress-
ed are that the present storages in the province
would be rendered practically useless, that the
farmer would lose the use of the culls when
storage is overhauled in the Spring; and fin-
ally we would be constituting Sackville the seat
of P. E. L. potato industry instead of Charlotte-
town,

The Bench in Politics

Two recent fierce controversies attract atten-
tion to the relationship of judges on the bench to
wartime politics. The first of these concerned
the Hong Kong Commission; the second con-
cerned Mr, Justice Manson and the National
Selective Service Board on the Pacific Coast.

In both cases judges were called upon by the
government of the day to occupy positions which
were likely to become centres of controversy.
In the case of the investigation into the Hong
Kong expedition, the Chief Justice of Canada
was selected for the obvious reason that the
government considered that his prestige would be
a bulwark against too lively criticism of his find-
ings.

It is, however, one of the fundamentals of
democracy that every citizen has a right to ex-
press his opinion on the justice or injustice
of any verdict—provided only, that he does
not do so when such expression might prejudice
the fairness of the verdict itself, That applies to

~ decisions of courts of law. But it applies even
more obviously and necessarily to the findings of
Royal Commissions, which by their very nature
are inseparable from politics. It ig doubtful
if the government is wise in appointing judges
to positions which are bound to make them storm
centres of public controversy. Every man has a
right to defend himself, if attacked. But a judge
who makes a controversial decision cannot well
defend his decision as energetically as could an-
other citizen who had discarded that particular
duty.

No judge can'be kept in such a false position
without weakening public respect for the bench—
public respect which is the greatest support of
the authority of that bench.

How, Indeed!

Winding up the dehate on conscription th the
dousé of Commons recently, Prime  Minister
King sounded this notes

“Tha machines weapens of modern war
have ; they have all but de-
stroyed time. Nemoteness and distance provide
10 protection, In this war ‘overseas’ has in reality

lost its meaning. The conflict is one, single and
indivisible, whether it is fought on the sands of
Egypt or on the steppes of Russia, in the depths
of China, on the islands of the Pacific, in the
Arctic waste or in the skies over Britain and
Germany and the conquered countries of Europe.
There can be no security for us, for our homes
and families until the forces of the enemy are
defeated and crushed.

“The government and people of Canada have
a heavy responsibility to the half million young
Canadians who have offered their all for our
safety, We owe them all that we can give.
Wherever they are fighting they are fighting for
Canada, for their own country, for its safety and
for its future as well as for freedom for other
lands, That future is in our keeping and we, in
this parliament, owe it to our gallant young men,
when the war is won, to hand on to them, so far
as it lies within our power, a free and united
Canada.”

This is an eloquent summing of our real situ-
ation, It proves conclusively that there should
be no hesitancy in sending as many men overseas

. as are needed,

But, ask the Financial Post, how is Mr, King
able to reconcile these words with his pussy-
footing and stalling ?

Man Power As A
Factor

(Hamilton Spectator)

How long this war will last, or
how far the tides of conquest may
Yet carry the Axis powers, is some-
thing that no person knows. There
are certaln tangibles in the world
struggle, however, which can be
seen and grasped. One of these is
the growing strength of the United
Nations; another is the evidence
that man power is the rul 5
The Axis has been winning so far
because of its great preponderance
of trained forces, and weight
armaments,
were mi
vital elements. But China and Rus-
sia have not been conquered because
of their vastness, their large popu-
lations and their huge reservoirs of
man power, actual and potential.
There are strategists who hold that
man power is, after all, the essent-
ial ingredient of ultimate victory.
The nations that have the greatest
reserves of it have the best chance
of winning a prolonged war because
stamina will be on their side: and
stamina, they argue, will tell in the

final rounds,

Proof of this is found in China.
Poorly equipped, badly organized, fcr
flve years she has been waging a
defensive struggle againsy an in-
vader armed with every type of
weapon and thoroughly schooled in
military service. Yet Japan has not
been able to vanquish her. There
are too many Chinese, They may
have no more than a meagreness of
everything required to combat a
powerful foe, yet they fight on and
they become stronger rather than
weaker, It thus comes as a surprise
to the Western World to learn that
valiant old China possesses the larg-
est army in the world, with five mil-
lion troops in active service, and
fifteen million others in reserve
units or undergoing training. In
addition there are eight hundred
thousand guerrillas, and now comes
word from Chungking that China is
conscrlpunf six million men hetween
the ages of 18 and 40, to swell her
army to twenty-six million men.
China can muster this colossal force
because she has a total population
of four hundred, million. is
timeless and her people the most
numerous on earth. Let her once
be adequately armed, and what
militarist gcwer can hope to sub-
uzate her
! Russia is also vast in territory and
population. With upwards of a
hundred and eighty million people,
her resources in man power havg
been demonstrated effectively many
times during the last year. It is
this strength which enables her to
absorb Hitler's terrific blows apd
still display that extraordinary rcs-
illiency which has staved off k;1‘1.5-
aster so far. She is again absorbing
Hitler's blows and feeling their im-
pact, but as yet there has been no
rout, no demoralization, She is yield-
ing ground, but is not reeling., She
still has much strength in r:servg
and is using it, as is shcwn by the
loss of 35,000 Nazis at Veronezh and
the counter-attacks on the Kalinin
front, Hitler is also strong, but he
has not_the reservoirs of mman pow-
er that Russia has. Japan is strong,
{0o. but has notiing like the peten-
tialities of China. The British Em-=
pire and the United States alrcady
have formidable armies in active
service or being trained; their po=-
tentialities in man power are also
large, Then there is the eager man-
hood of the occupied countries,
waiting only for a weapon and a
chance to avenge the wrongs they
have sufiered; many of them have
received military training earlier in

life.

n the long view, then, the human
msl'ourccs ofgthe United Natlons are
immense, provided that the pest use
can be made of them. If only they
can held the Axis until their strik-
ing power is reached. the decisive
battles that spell victory should be
theirs in the conclusive stage of th's
war.
