Transportation Report
To Ch’town Trade Board

The following report of the
Transportation Committee of *the
Charlottetown Board of Trade for
the year 1947 was presented at
the Board’s annual meeting last
night by the committee ehairman,
Mr. B. Graham Rogers:

Numerous events of far reach-
Ing importanceé to Prince Edward
sland took place during the year
1947. Most. of these were favor-
wble events. At the same time,
however, numerous matters which
still require urgent attention have
been brought rather vividly to
the attention of our citizens. This
report will deal firstly with a
number of things which have
actually taken place, and second-
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ly with a number of things which
should take place,

The grand old carferry Prinoe
Edward Island under the guidance
of her capable captaln and crew
again performed Herculean ta;
during the winter months of 1947.
In addition to regular seasonal
freight a very large order of some
three million bushels of potatoes
for Britain had to be moved quick-
ly and the outstanding work of
the employees of the Canadian
Natlonal Railways in handling this
huge shipment is worthy of the
highest praise.

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(arm debt. In view of these’ facts
wxe must ask ourselves quite ‘seri-
lously where this trend., if con-
linued, will carry our agriculture.
Is it wise that we should ‘mport
wch large quant.ties of commer-
sial fertilizers and apply from
ninety to ninety-five percent on
sne particular crop? Let us be
frank and face the questions fairly
and squarely.
“Is our present system of polato
production and conduclt of our
soils and growth ol other crops the
right policy for th's Province? Are

we getting basic common sense
ideas across 1o, the Tarm produc-
ers?

“Can we, al this dale. justify a
hush, hush polley on the use of
lime on our soils as was practised
by practically every person who
promoted the growth of potatoes
in this Province and sanctioned by
a great majority of the technical
men in the Province? Can we give
out to the farm producers a chart
cover.ng the use of manures, fere
tilizers, and ground limestone that
will be of lasting benefit to them?

“The importation of large quan-

titles of commercial feeds has a
double purpose. It helps finish
concentrated livestock and live-

stock products, the transportation
rate of which i{s low {n compar-
ison with value, and at the same
time returns to the soils of Prince
Tdward Island nature's soil food,
barnyard manure, -Can we afford
to reduce our llvestock levels and
place dependence on the ever In-
creasing supplies of commer(llul
fertilizers? .

“Those who have observed the
use of increased supplies of fert-
{I'zers in other areas have seen
tremendous ¥nmediate crops grown
from large applications and in this
connectlon our farms will not- to-
day produce the large ylelds of
tubers that resulted from lesser
fertilizer apnolications a few years
ago. Why? ¥f we were completely

observant we would have noticed
so:ls that lacked life and t.1th,
grain fields of very ordinary pro-
duction and hay lands that were
‘wretched. The effect of fertilizers
on soil balances, . soil life, tilth,
livestock breeding must also be
analyzed in order to accurately gage
results, If we are not able to give
an answer to some of these prob-
lems that are involved :n agricul-
tural practises we are scarcely able
to assume the position of expert
technicians.”

Mr. Shaw went on lo refer to
the present crisis in livestock pro-
duction due to exorbitant feed-
ing costs. He 'also dealt with
breed policies in hog, sheep and
poultry production; with the main-
tenance and proteotion of forest
growths, which he sald are being
seriously endangered; with mar-
keting processes, fleld services and
other matters.

EXPERIMENTAL FARM

A very comprehensive report on
all phases of Experimental Farms
services was submitted by Messrs.
R. C. Parent, G. Whiteside and
B. F. Tinney, Following are
some of the high spots:

The Station at Charlottetown,
established in 1908, now consists
of 163 acres. “It is our plan to
madterially increase our acreage in
the very near future as we are
seriously handicapped by lack of
sultable land for experimental
work and for the production of
needed feed for our livestock.”

The Statlon is responsible for
the foundation seed of Charlotte-
town No. 80 barley and is at pres-
ent processing Abegwelt oats with
a view to having this variety reg-
istered.

For manure and commercial
fertilizer tests 90 plots of one-
fortieth acre each are used, the
object being to determine the
long-term effects. Up to the
present the beneficial effect of
manure, both alone and in com-
bination, has been outstanding.

In the past 15 or so years, 100
varieties of apples have been test~
ed. Of these only seven are con-
sidered to have real merit (Mec-

Intosh, Red Delicious, Hume,
Sandow, Cortland, Lobo, Red
Melba) although some 21 other

varieties might have limited value
for the home orchard. Four 2-
acre orchards for demonstration
purposes are maintained, at
Alliston, Belle River, Vehgon and
Central Bedeque,

In variety testing and tultural
experiments in vegetables, em-
phasis has been placed on cucum-
ber, potato and tomato work dur-
ing the past year, “With all due
respeot to other agencies in the
fleld, it can be safely said that
our Station did most of the pre-
liminary work in getting our new
cucumber industry under way.
During the year we carried on
very extensive tests for the Com-
pany and were able to assist the
farmers in many ways. We now
have considerable data on var-
ieties and fertilizer treatments
and hope to expand this work in
the coming summer. Commercial
cauliflower growing will be at-
tempted in a limited way this
season and we are planning to
work along with this undertaking
as well.” N
Potato investigational work is
recelving increased attention; at
present very extensive tests are
being conducted with scab and
blight resistant varieties.

There are nine illustration sta-
fons, elght dealing with general
farm problems and one with
special investigational studies rela-

tive to cranberry production in
upland areas.
Soil fertility studies in oon-

nection with all major crops pro-
duced on Island farms have been
pursued during the past ten years.
Applications of nitrogencous fer-
tilizers for haylands have result-
ed over a 9-year period in in-
creasing the yleld of timothy hay
by 952 pounds, 1161 pounds and
15613 pounds per acre on respeotive
applications.

p}pn, poultry work, the Station
has embarked on & new program
to dotermine the relative place
and importance of genetics and
environment in breeding praotices.
About 1.7 per cent of the total
land area of the Province has
been classed a8 susceptible to
severe erosion, by water action.
The greater proportion. of this
area, 78 per cent, could, no deubt,
be maintained In agricultural use
with special conservation  prac-
tices—coptour working, strip crop-
ping and eliminating intertilled
crops. Musch of it, however, would
be better in grass and preferably
forest. The remaining 22 per
cent can only be classed as non-
agricultufal land, Much of the
better arable land is aleo subject
to erosion aoctivities if proper
cultural practices are not follow-
ed,

dustry, stressing the fact that in
the face of good prices there has
oten a continued decline in pro-
duction of cheese and butter dur-
ing the past two years.

“A million pounds more butter
could be sold aunnually to Nova
Scotia if we could only produce
it,” Mr. MacDonald said. The Do-
ruinion quota of cheese to New-
foundland had  been increased
tiom 714,000 pounds in 1947 to
1,000,000 pounds in 1948, and the
quota on butter by 275,000 pounds.
This would be an excellent market
for P, E. 1. if supplies were avail-
able. Unfortunately, “our stocks
of butter are the lowest in the
history of the Province.”

In order to stimulate produc-
tion the Department .is encour-
aging the building of modern
creameries wit: mechanical cold
storage in orde-, not only to keep
all butter in good condition, but
aiso have a portion of the sum-
mer's make for winter.

“The high cost of commercial
feeds which  prevails at present
adds greatly to producers’ over-
head costs,” Mr. MacDonald said.
Even though butterfat may he
seventy-five cents per pound or
higher at present, we will not ex-
pect a greater production this wine
ter than last. It could even be as-
sumed that when the farmers’,
home grown grains are exhausted
a very marked decrease might be
expected.”

Butter qualit’, he said, had been

well maintained for the past few
years. As arranged at present,
however, .the Cream Grading Act
16 not suited to the price paid [or
different grades of butterfat. I!f
the spread were greater there
would be more inducement for
the producer to supply the best
quality cream. Theres are aiso
different prices being paid for fat
in almost all creameries. This
fosters a competitive spirit which
is harmful to good creamery prac-
tice. It has been suggested that an
organization of manufacturers be
formed to set a standard monthly
price. )
Mr. MacDonald dealt with the
laboratory services, which he said
were a wonderf’ asset to  dalry
work. At present they are begin-
ning a-new test to determine the
acidity. or alkalinity of the serum,
a’ factor of great importance in
preparing the cream for butter.

POULTRY INDUSTRY

The fact that cash income from
the sale of poultry and eggs in

Prince Edward Island in 1947
amounted to $2,274,600, or ap-
proximately 20 per cent of the
total Island farm inceme, was
strossed by Mr. F. M. Nash, in
dealing with actlvities of the

Poultry Marketing and Production
Services. Of this cash income,
$1,645,000 was from eggs and
$:325,000 from poultry. Egg produc-
tion he cited as “the key to suc-
cessful poultry raising.”

The 1947 total represents an in-
crease of $727,600 or 47 percent
over 1942, or a three-fold in-
crease over 1039, the first war year.
Many people connected with the
industry predicted a curtailment
of 50 per cent in chick purchases
in 1948 unless egg prices were ad-
justed to bear more relationiship
to feed costs, Mr, Nash said. The
situation was so serious through-
out Canada that many hatcheries
daid not plan to operate ‘in 1648
and others had arranged to oper-
ate at much reduced capacities.
This demoralizing situation has
been correoted for the time being
by the new egg contract with
Great Britain, Many leading
poultrymen state that the rela~
tionship between feed costs and
egg prices has been adjusted and
that the industry is baok to the
geason of 1046-47 when poultry
raising was so profitable,

“The industry in this Province”
Mr. Nash said, “Is organized to
handle ow present production or
any Increase which can take place
for some time. It Is operating in
high gear.” %3
There are now thirteen Govern-
ment approved hatcheries operat-
ing with a capacity of 276268. The
Island’s 56 modern egg grading
stations could handle three times
the amount of our present volume.
Registered poultry killing and pro-
cessing stations are suffiolent to
mest demands. Before next sea-
son, there will be in operation at
least two plants set up with mod-
ern automatic poultry

Agricultural |
Institute Meeting

The regular monthly meeting of
the local branch of the Agricultural
Institute of Canada- was held om
Tuesday evening at Birch  Court,
Experimental Fann.

Mr, R.C. Parent, Maritime Dir-
ector of the Institute, reported on
the recent rneeting of the National
Executive held in Ottawa. He
pointed out that 1,000 students
would graduate from  Canadian
Agricultural Colleges this spring,
and that the numbers of graduates
would reach a peak of 1,200 in 1930.
These graduates, if assimilated in
the organization, would increase
the membership to over 5,000.

The speaker” of the evening was
Mr. S.G. Peppin, chief inspector
for the Province, who presented an
interesting history of seed potato
production in Prince Edward Is-
land. In 1914 the United States
placed an embargo on - Maritime
potatoes because of the powdery scab
disease which was prevalent here
at that tine. Washington ‘authorit-
ies then agreed to accept our
potatoes provided they were prop-
erly inspected and certified. In-
spection and certification of seed
potatoes was thus instituted.

Mr. Peppin traced the early ex-
perimental werk conducted  here
in the control of late blight dis-
case and the various diseases suof
as mosalc and leafroll. The first
car of fully certified white potatoes,
variety TIrish Cobblers, was shipped
in 1916 Mr. Peppin stated. Durin®
the last growing secason, over 50
pa® cent of the certifiel  se>d
potato acreage of Canada  was
planted in this province.

Following Mr. Peppin's address
Mr. John Martin of the National
Fi'm* Board showed the fitn “Certi-
fied For Seed.”

OTHER REPORTS .
Other activities of the Domin-
fon Livestock Division .were re-
viewed by Mr. H. W. Clay, who
dealt with cattle, sheep and swine.
He referred to a suggestion that
a Livestock Advisory Committee
be appointed, representing the
Experimental Station, the Provin-
cial Department, the Dominion
Livestock Division and a repre-
sentative from each breed assocl-
ation to make recommendations
covering all livestock field. activit-
fes. He believed this suggestion
should be considered.

Dealing with the marked pro-
gress in improving Yorkshires to
the extent that this Province now
produces the best bacon carcasses
in Oanada and in higher percent-
ages, Mr. Clay sald this result has
been due to careful selecting and
mating, and close breeding when
outstanding individuals are dis-
covered. It is hoped to have every
commencial swine breeder in the

Province using sows and boars
from tested qualified sires and
dams, 'To further this aim the

number of breeders of registered
stock has been increased from 10
in 1948 to 150 in 1947, and it is
still increasing. .
Other interesting reports sub-
mitted yesterday included reviews
of the policies of the Provincial
Department of Agriculture; Pro-
vinclal Dapartment Extengion Div-
ision; Junior Olubs and Science
and Forestry services.

Province of Canada and from every
state of the U.S.A,, as well as New-
foundland, England, and the Brit-
ish West Indles, together wth a
variety of 89 other different types
of requests from all corners of the
globe,

One of the chief requests was for
a booklet on Charlottetown, asked
for in all parts of Canada and the
States. “Who knows—some of these
requests may be from people who
might be interested in coming here
to retire or open up small busin-
esses and each of such. would be
an asset to this City”, Mr. Gau-
det stated. “I have to report how-
ever that no such booklet setting
forth the life, the cI'mate and the
advantages of this City exists and
I strongly recomfnend to the in-
coming Council that study be given
to this matter early in the New
Year".

Mr. Gaudet noted that Boards
of Trade in other cities have
special committes to organize tours
through industrial plants and the
l1ke, in order to give their mem-
bers a better appreclation of local
industry and their problems. “I
feel”, he said, “that we all could
learn something more here in this
City of our own local plants and
smaller industries and I recom-
rmend the early establishment of
such a committee in this Board by
the incoming council.”

He reported 23 :ncorporated firm
memberships, 14 unincorporated
firm memberships, and 30 individ-
ual memberships in the Board for
the first year under the set-up. He
expressed the hope that these fig-
ures would be doubled during 1848,
“The is much work at hand for
an active Board of Trade In this
city and it is somewhat discour-
aging to see the lack of real in-
terest by so many of our leading
business men who should be show-
ing experienced leadership in this
organization”, Mr. Gaudet said.
“Perhaps we are inclined to take
too much for granted under* this
way of life of ours wh'ch we know
as free enterprise, That system has
fallen before the Communist ham=
mer and sickle in many countries
of the world today and our Ruse
slan ‘espionage trials revealed that
serious inroads have likewise been
made in this country. This and
many other problems exist today In
the national sphere to engage our
earnest attent'on,

There are rmany matters of Ime
portance at home as well demand«
ing our Immediate consideration,
as for Instance, the site for the
new Federal building, a proper
bus terminal, and more equitable
representation in the local Legis-
lature, to mention but a few !n the
evic field, as well as numerous
items In the Provincial fleld. .
