In all the above processes, the!
operation of the machine is entire-
iy automatic. From the moment
the strips of tin plate are placed
in the body maker, until the finish-
ed cans are delivered at the drier
to be packed, no human hand need
touch them, unless a jam or some
other such accident takes place.

It should be mentioned that the
belt conveyers and elevators were
designed by the management. Theze
together with the revolving tester,
were installed last year. Previous
to that, the tins had to be carried
by hand from one machine to the
other, and the testing had all to be
carried out by personal inspection
of the cans.

As a result of these improvements
the staff required to operate the
factory was cut down from over
thirty to twenty, yet notwithstand-
