CANNING CODFISH FROM
GULF OF ST. LAWRENCE.

(From Consul Frank Deedmeyer,
Cnarlottetown, Prince Edward
Island.)

The cod taken from the Gulf of St.
Lawrence and at once prepared for
the table is a delicacy far superior
in appetizing appearance and tiavor
to the dry cod of commerce.

A method has been found to

can

water. The canned product in ap-

pearance of whiteness and delicacy of
flavor comes very near the fresh
cod., The cod may yet become a
real aristocrat among fish. Experi-
ments in the canning af cod ' have
been carried on for some time in
Prince Edward Island by an Ameri-
can firm of lobster packers which
operates a number of canneries in
this Province. The results are most
encouraging and a market has been
found for the output. The fish is
first pickled, then steamed, and put
into cans of commercially convenient

1sizes.

. The method reduires that -the fish
used to be fresh from the water, at
once thoroughly cleansed, and that
the cans be absolutely pure and free
from all deleterious matter. Unless
the highest degree of cleanliness is
observed the product will not keep.

The value of this branch
of the eries ‘to the Dominion of
Canada is now nearly $4,000,000 an-
nually. Since 1869 the cod has yield-

ed Canada an income of $150,000,000,
leading salmon, lobsters, and all
other species. In the last fiscal
yvear the dry-salted cod of Canada
went, principally to Portol dico,
(Cuba, Brazil, the British West In-
dies, and Italy. The United States
took about one-ninth of the output.
Only a small percentage of this catch
is sent fresh to the American mark-
ets.
